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Annual Report of General Director of National Agen:-
cy For Cultural Haritage Preservation of Georgia Mr.
Nikoloz Antidze for “Online Archaeology™ readers

Even the most criticcal oponents objectively recognize that since Mr.
Nikoloz Antidze has been appointed as a General Director of National
Agency for Cultural Heritage Preservation of Georgia, the archaeo-
logical segment of Georgia has significantly strengthened. In 2014,
in his first interview for the magazine “Online Archaeology”, the
newly apponted director said “Archaeology is given more attention
than before”, accordingly, the same year 5 archaeological expediti-
nos were financed, in the following year the number of expeditions
was increased, in 2016 by financing of National Agemncy for Cultural
Heritage Preservation of Georgia, 21 archaeological expeditions are
working, which thematically and qualitatively are motivated not only
by restoration and conservation works, but also plan scientific study
of monuments and artefacts. Accordingly, there is no doubt that in
this direction of cultural heritage management, the effectivness of
works carried out by the Agency greately exceeds the activities in the
last 20 years. That is, today, at the end of 2016, the archaeology of
Georgia, with current interdisciplinary studies on various websites, is
almost integrated into the world’s scientific as well as general cultur-
al space, which is the result of hard work and purposeful activity.

It is interesting what leverage the National Agency for Cultural Herit-
age Preservation of Georigia operated to achieve these results. What
are the plans of Agency’s General Director? Nikoloz Antidze answeres
these and other questions , in the annual New Year’s rubric — “Annu-
al Report of National Agency for Cultural Heritage Preservation of
Georgia General Director “For Online Archaeology readers”



W terview

- Mr. Nika, it is known for public, that you work on a new law
of Georgia “About Cultural Heritage Preservation”. In which
stage is the work on the law and if the scientists are involved
in the work?

The first version of Cultural Heritage Code has already been designed,
of course, in the direction of archaeology and in general, the whole
principle, which is still in current law, was copied in this Code, so the
initial version of the Code is in the final phase, we can say, that it is
completed and now archaeological part will be sent to the scientists
in order to express their opinions. As for the archaeology, while work-
ing on the law, our main goal was not to separate archaeology form
Cultural Heritage, it should be considered in one context, so the law
has actually been worked out by the lawyers. Verious services of the
Agency were involved in the working process, accordingly, the involve-
ment of independent scientists, making changes, taking into account
their remarks will start now. The code will be fully ready for the Spring
sessions of the Parliament.

The work was tedious and took a long time. As you know, the Cultural
Heritage common Code could not be small, because, there is of course
not only archaeological field is determined (approved by the scien-
tists), but also many other fields of tangible and intangible culture. This
is the complex document of Cultural Heritage, which includes the man-
agement system of the entire Cultural Heritage of Georgia, ie, archae-
ology, land sites, mobile sites, Geographic Information System issues,
intangible cultural heritage, inspection, museums, museum-reserves,
export-import, regulations of mobile objects and etc. All in all, the in-
volvement of experts in the initial phase of working out this complex
document would cause endless work, so we created the draft, which
will be sent to the scientists and they will discuss this draft, we will
take into account their specific notes. The scientists who will work on
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the archaeological part are competent researchers and well known to

the public. They are the members of Archaeological Commission of
the Agency (Vakhtang Japaridze, Guram Grigolia, Guram Lortkipanidze,
Nika Tushbaramishvili and others.), who issue permits for excavations,
work on methodology, discuss the reports and other. They are not only
confident but honoured scientists.

- Itis obvious that the the number of permits issued for carrying
out archaeological excavations financed by the Agency is in-
creasing from year to year. Isit possible to provide the public
with specific information about the ongoing archaeological
studies and your goals, expectations and results?

Archaeology is the broadest field of tangible culture. Unfortunately,
he hidden artefacts of our cultural heritage has no one to care about
except the state. Current archaeological excevations make clear the
aim of the Agency, that we really care about the development of ar-
chaeology and do not work only to make a pipe somewhere, build a
construction and etc. Many archaeological expeditions are fund scien-
tifically, | can give specific examples, such as: Grakliani, Didnauri, Ziari,
Gudabertkha and Urbnisi (current) excavations.

This year a large portion of the funding was allocated for archaeolog-
ical works, about 600 000 GL was spent. As a result we got good and
interesting discoveries, so we are expanding and will further expand
archaeological borders, because taking care of cultural heritage is not
only rehabilitation of specific places, it includes scientific studies, de-
termination of further concepts and what we want from the arhcaeo-
logical sites, we study and the most important is that we do not only
research-exploration works, but care about the future of the monu-
ment, how to ensure the conservation and exposure of sites and pre-
senting them to the public.
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- Mr. Nika, after excavations scientists write reports, it might
be good to upload the reports online. Or are the scientists
against it?

- No, | have not heard from them that thay protest against it. Of course,
it is possible to upload reports. But | think that public information which
we give in magazines and online must be very important. In my opinion,
rankings should be made and the reports on the most important dis-
coveries should be published. The point is that the territory of Georgia
is very loaded archaeologically, so, of course all the monuments are im-
portant for cultural heritage, but all of them may not be interesting to
the public, so we think to upload the documents, which enrich our his-
tory, offer new scientific directions, give the newest information. These
dosuments, of course, should be selected with the scientists, because
some scientists believe that their discovery is very important, some
make excavataions to show their scientific directions, enrich scientifical
desires, get more information, which is very important, but maybe it is
less interesting for the public, so the uploading matarial should be de-
termined by co-ordinated work with scientists. Selectivity will be easier
with Agency’s geosystems, which makes it possible to select the most
important issues, it is not necessary to publish only the results of exca-
vations funded by the Agency, we can choose the excavation reports
funded by other agencies, the permits of which are issued by us and
reports are handed to us. It is important to upload online documents
interesting to the public, of course, compliance with the law.

- Which studies will you choose as the example of interdiscipli-
nary studies?

| think the most distinct are Grakliani Hill, Didnauri and Ziari studies. In
the archaeological studies of these sites international experts are also
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involved, in addition active expeditions on these sites not only make

analytical studies of discovered, specific artefacts ( tangible or intangi-
ble), but study the environment as well.

As you know, archaeology, with its general international concept is
directly related to the environment. That is why we need an accurate
overview about the environemnt where this or that settlement was
founded. Accoridng to Didinauri example | can tell you that the exca-
vations showed us how powerful settlement existed there and now we
started working on the issues in what environemnt was the settlement
established, the conditions people lived there. So, above mentioned
excvations are undergoing exceptionally interdisciplinary, which is con-
tributed by the Agency and will continue in the future.

- In addition to funding, which is obviously important, what sup-
port do you mean?

Support includes the publication of textbooks, which exist in interna-

tional arena. Now the Agency is preparing for publictaion the Archaeo-
logical Methodology textbook with English School, which is necessary
for all archaeologists. For those who are interested in archaeological
work this will be the main guide, which will show how archaeologist
should work, how to carry out research and in general what is to be
done mainly in archaeology. The goal of the scientist should not be
only excavations, it is necessary to make correct interpretations, to fol-
low excavations methods, determine to what extent interdisciplinary
studies should be carried out, where and how to stop, what kind of
studies conduct etc. Therefore, the guide book is very important.
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- Then will Georgian Scientists correspond this methodology to
Georgian area?

Inevitably, methodology is the same, but each country is character-
ized by its individual approach. We have our own scientific and legal
regulations. Thus, methodolgy should be adapt to our legal area, how-
ever, maintaining basic principles.

- Mr. Nika, what will you say about the fight against black ar-
chaeology? Geoinfomration system, which was developed by
the Agency and is significant, will motivate the followers of
black archaeology?

By no means, on the contrary, it wil help us in the fight against them.
In order to fight against something, first of all, you should know what
you are fighting against and have information. With geoinformation
systems, we want to limit the trade of things as much as possible and
make other regulations ( | mean to put arrested people on the black
market in the legislative framework). Getting information is a step
forward to ensure the contorl access to the black archaeology. Today,
unfortunatly, we do not have powerful mechanisms, neither the law
enforcement authorities, nor the Agency, who are figthing against the
black archaeology, could prevent this, but | think combining the infor-
mation in common base is a step forward, since we already know from
where — to where- how and what moves.

This year a serious investigation of the case of the black archaeology is
in process. If law enforcement officials finish the investigation, it will be
a significant progress towards the elimination of black archaeology and
we will get a result in the near future, because everyone will know that
black archaeologist actions are punishable. But, of course, this is not an
absolulte guarantee that balck archaeology will be prevented in Georgia.
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- Mr. Nika, in December 2014 you announced that “ .. still un-
known Georgian monuments will establish its own segment in
the world cultural heritage space..” Is that so? Which monu-
ments will you name?

Yes, and first of all, | can single out Grakliani, besed on its interpreta-
tion and spreading on international arena. This, of course, is the first
step and does not mean that everything is all right in this respect, but
Georgian monuments run on international arena and in my opinion
Grakliani Hill has a great contribution.

Apart from Grakliani, the monuments which established their own
segments in the world cultural heritage area are: Didnauri, Ziari, Gud-
abertka, Nokalakevi, Khuntsi, Machkhaani, Urbnisi and others. Also
the National Musem archaeological monuments, such as: Dmanisi,
which has already established its own segment in international archae-
ological and not only in archaeological society. | hope in even broader
international recognition of Didnauri, Nokalakevi, Ziari and others. So
the channel has already been cut in the international arena.

- One more question from your past report to “Online Archae-
ology” readers: In 2015 you stated that information manage-
ment, popularization of cultural heritage is the most impor-
tant field in Agency’s activity, that modern society is focused
on the internet- what has been done in this direction?

Such leverage has already been set up. GIS provided by the Agency is
main instrument for field management. The system includes all impor-
tant and unimportant infomration, everything that happens in the field
of cultural heritage. This is a database, where everything is gathered
( I mean tangible and intabgible cultural heritage) starting with items
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placed in the nuseum and its origin, to the discovery place and what
researchers have been conducted on the monument. This system al-
ready works in test mode and accordingly, we have a full understand-
ing of cultural heritage, the situation in the field of cultural heritage
and we can make further plans. So the main control tool of cultural
heritage management has already been developed.

The program was made on the basis of Norwegian grant and the Nor-
wegians themselves admit that they have not established a similar pro-
gram yet. So, the main thing that is necessary for the field management
— the Code and Geographic Information System we have already ob-
tained. Spreading the information, popularization of cultural heritage
and other necessary instruments must be realized with these instru-
ments. | believe that we achieved the most important thing — we intro-
duced a new vision in the use of cultural heritage, which did not exist
before and the most important segment of which should be cultural
heritage rehabilitation with its further use. That is how we want to use
it, what concrete actions to make, in this case, | do not mean religious
buildings and churches, | mean civil-industrial heritage, which we must
use adequately, because, the amount spent for rehabilitatation must
import the amount back to the State. Such very important program will
be Enguri Dam, also Grakliani where a museum space will be made and
others. All of this is focused on increasing the number of tourists.As
you know, this year was a special yaer for our country, about 6 million
tourists came to Georgia. So we have the potential, we have tools, we
have desires. However, we are not satisfied with the achieved results,
we are increasing and expanding the area in this direction, but it is al-
ready a great achievement that we have major levers that enables us
to accomplish the management of cultural heritage and if we cannot
use these levers duly, next generation will undoutedly be able to.

Interview

- Mr. Nika, Is the GIS developed by the Agency, available to any

interested person?

Of course it is available for everyone. Here is a multy-access point,
started from administartion and correction ( ie, the data correction) fin-
ished with obtaining iformation and all is carried out online. | will also
add that we start the introduction of special program for archaeolog-
ical excavation permits, whih is carried out within the Twinning pro-
gram and this implies the possibility of issuing permits online (like in
Public Register and City Hall), which is a very important factor for our
sector management. This will enable us to support people in ease ac-
tion. The Agency must become a service organization, which serves the
public, gives information and issues permits in simplified procedures (
of course, who deserves these permits) for carrying out all the required
legal activities. Any external entity sees it. So it will be much easier to
answer our opponents’ charges, they will be able to see all our activities
online, in a word, everyone will be able to see everything he wants.

- Mr. Nika, you said that the accumulation of sums stipulates
their return to the state, perhaps with increment, doesn’t it?
In this aspect the most important for archaeology is the de-
velopment of tourism. Can you name several sites where after
conducting infrastructure works by the Agency, archaeologi-
cal tourism has been expanded?

Yes, this is Nokalakevi, which has been configured in this point of view.
Archaeologists have been working there for many years; archaeological
tourism has been expanded in Vardzia and Uplistsikhe, but | will single
out Grakliani. Grakliani is purely archaeological site, where with the ef-
fort of the Agency research, construction and infrastructure works are
in process. This year students and supervisors from 15 countries are
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working there. We are going to carry out similar trends in Samarovani,
where we will introduce archaeological tourism. This work will not af-
fect the amount yet, this will take time, but is the serious step forward
for promotion. It will promote that we established the international lev-
el expedition, we are makaing the site of international standards, which
will cause great interest and of course is solid foundation of funds inflow.

| think next year will be more interesting not only for Grakliani, but
also for the development of archaeology in Georgia.

- Mr. Nika, your initiative was to dedicate ‘Online Archaeology”
9th edition to the memory of Andria Apakidze. As the editor
of the magazine and initiator of its activities, what will you
wish “Online Archaeology” and its readers for the New Year?

| wish the magazine more involvement of readers. Archaeology is such
an important segment of cultural heritage that it requires active in-
volvement of society. | think, archaeology is the exact science, which
enriches the history of our country, each archaeological nuance is im-
portant for our future generation, so that they know where we come
from, what cultures people developed and where we are going. Read-
ers’ well-reasoned critisism is acceptable and important for us, but of
course, the reader himself should not lose the feeling of objectivity,
objective assessment of what is being done, where we started to work
from. As it can be said that in the last 4 years, serious steps have been
taken for the development of archaeology and so much has been done,
that was not done in the last 20 years. | do not mean private funding, |
mean state’s involvement in this work, which is directly proportional to
the wishes and strategy in development of this field. So | wish readers
to determine objective assessment criteria and the magazine the invi-
olvement of electorate and even more growth.

Otar Japaridze is one of the leading archaeologists in Georgia, whose
publications are internationally recognized. He greatly contributed to
the study of the history of Georgian tribes at early stages of steel in-
dustry, as well as to the investigation of Georgian people ethnogeny.
He is the author of more than 120 scientific works. In 1969, he was
the first scientists, who was awarded with Ivane Javakhishvili Prize
for the work — “Archaeological Excavations in Trialeti”.

Otar Japaridze was the member of editorial board of the magazine
“Coeemckas Apxeosnoausn” for decades. He is laureate of the state
prize of Georgia, Honorable Citizen of Thilisi. Entire professional ca-
reer of Otar Japaridze is linked with Tbilisi State University and the
National Museum of Georgia. This year he became 95 years old.

Otar Japaridze — the scientist who has studied Martkopi kurgans, de-
fined Martkopi culture and established the terms “Martkopi Culture,”
“Martkopi Period” in scientific usage, now he is the guest of the mag-

azine - “online archeology”.

- Mr. Otar, in the beginning of your work it was more difficult to
become proficient in archaeology, than today. What has led to this

choice? Was it spontaneous or was it your childhood dream?

- To tell you the truth it was spontaneous decision. When | entered
the university | did not think much about archaeology. Even more, | did

not know anything about archaeology. When | was passing entrance
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exams in 1939, reception on History faculty with specialization in Art
was announced. Some of my friends — Marika Lortkipanidze, Givi Kigu-
radze, others and | decided to study this field. Then in 1941, the war be-
gan and nobody cared about Art. In 1943 we had to graduate from the
university ahead of the time. On the first year we were 120 students,
but only seven of us passed state exams. Some of them were sent to
the war, others returned to the villages and were not able to continue
studying. To say it in a nutshell, we were offered to continue studying
as post-graduate students while passing state exams. These seven re-
mained diploma-seekers decided not to hinder each other and were
distributed in different fields, so that: Marika Lortkipanidze selected
History and stayed with Simon Janashia, Givi Kiguradze stayed with the
Professor Namoradze (new history direction), and Tariel Chubinishvili
and | selected Archeology.

- Please, tell us about your first excavations?

- It was in Thilisi, Ganjiskari excavations. Archaeological material was
discovered during construction of 300 Aragveli garden. Proposed by
academician Niko Berdzenishvili, | started my first excavations, but ex-
cavated material turned to be of feudal age, i.e. this was not the mate-
rial | was interested in. | was always interested in materials of Bronze
Age. Accordingly, | consider excavations in Guria, at Ureki as my first ex-
cavations, when bronze object treasures were discovered. Then | start-
ed to work independently in Shida Kartli, in Tskhinvali surroundings. At
that time | had already been working at the University and students ac-
companied me on the expedition. In 1951 | carried out excavations of
Argneti cemetery and several burials in Ozhora village. Then | worked
on Kvasatali cemetery near Tskhinvali, | examined Bronze Age burials at
Kvasatali village, etc.
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- However your name is connected not only with Bronze Age, What

would you say about Shulaveri excavations?

- Shulaveri excavations were very interesting. We excavated there
Late Neolithic Age settlements (together with the expedition of Na-
tional Museum of Archaeology) - Shulaveri, Imiris Gora, Gadachrili
Gora, one of the strongest hearth of early agricultural culture of the
southern Caucasus. Residential houses and premises were identified
on each residential hill. They are circular or oval-dome shaped build-
ings. Adobe of different sizes is used as a building material. In short,
the excavations were very effective, in spite of that, as | was interest-
ed mainly in Bronze Age, | think that | started significant work with
examination of Late Bronze Age monuments. Then | studied Middle
Bronze and Early Bronze Age monuments. Firstly | investigated the
monuments of this culture in Sachkhere, later | excavated Abkhazian
dolmens, Middle Bronze Age kurgans in Trialeti and Early Bronze Age
kurgans at Martkopi.

- Martkopi is landmark monument with its significance. You defined

the culture of Martkopi. On what basis did you manage to do it?

- | had worked on very interesting kurgan burials in Martkopi. In
general there are many Early Bronze Age kurgans there, so-called of
Markopi period, as well as Bedeni culture monuments. Different size
kurgans were identified there, but the largest among kurgans excavat-
ed by me had about 12 m height and 100 m diameter. This was very in-
teresting kurgan. There were burial chambers formed by wooden logs.
What is the most important, it turned out that the largest kurgan was
not robbed. As it is known, kurgans are robbed in most cases, as they
are well visible and easily identifiable. Very interesting archaeological
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material was discovered in this very large kurgan. Exactly on the basis
of this finding | singled out Martkopi period. Bedeni Age kurgans were
also found near it, which belong to the second half of Ill millennia.

- Who was buried in the lost kurgan, according to which new stage -

Markopi period has been determined in archaeology?

- Of course it was a noble person. Rock fill burial was built with wooden
piers, covered with ground above, at 12 m height, i.e. the grave itself was
specially prepared. Vessels, pottery characteristic to each period are rep-
resented in Martkopi burials, so that they are distinguished with richness,
abundance of clayware and artefacts. Large number of bronze inventory
has been identified there, for example: 4 bronze axes, 4 flat axes, dag-
gers. There were not much gold discovered, however gold necklaces and
one very interesting artifact was found, it was a wooden box encrusted
with gold, with different precious stones, although the wood was rotten,
but gold partitions and precious stones were preserved.

In general, clayware is the main material for dating in archaeology, as
it is the most massive material. | singled out Martkopi culture features
according to clayware, after that it was separated from Bedeni, as Be-
deni period has different vessels. So Bedeni and Martkopi are almost
the same age cultures, but they culturally differ from each other, and
this was very well revealed during excavations of Martkopi kurgans.
However burial rule is also different on Bedeni, burying a deceased on
a four-wheel wooden carriage can be seen in Bedeni culture, then in
Middle Bronze Age too. It is obvious for me and for other archaeolo-
gists that Kuftin’s works can be taken as a guideline for the periodiza-
tion, as he was one who singled out periodization of Early Bronze and
Bedeni ages and we only clarified it later. Kuftin also classified these
kurgans as of Early bronze Age.
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- So the dominant layer existed in Georgia of that time, the elite,

which lived in luxury. Had Georgia contacts with outer world?

What can be said about it according to the monument?

- Of course, contacts were established long before. Bedeni culture was
preceded by Kura-Araxes culture, which is especially interesting for us,
as no culture was spread so widely as the culture of Kura-Araxes. As it
seems Kura-Araxes culture was created in the southern Caucasus, its
first hearth should be there, from where it was widely spread to the
north, in the north Caucasus and to the south, it covered almost the
entire area of the eastern Anatolia. It was spread on a certain part of
Iranian plateau and reached Syria-Palestine. So it is not doubtfull that
contacts and information was widely spread and shared. This fact took
massive character in Kura-Araxes Age and was continued in Bedeni and
Martkopi periods, however, Martkopi-Bedeni culture spreading was sig-
nificantly less large-scaled, than that of Kura-Araxes. It was not spread
widely to the south and in Georgia it is only represented in case of east
Georgian monuments. In the west it is not identified, so it is more local
culture, the main hearth of which was in the south Caucasus.

- Mr. Otar, what is archaeology? Is it exact science, which does
not allow to use the fantasy or does it require to have a rich

imagination?

- Archaeology is very specific profession, the researcher has
to deal with genuine materials, so it does not allow deviations,
but, at the same time, it is necessary to make the objects to talk.
Therefore, sometimes the work of an archaeologist is like the
work or the producer. Of course, an archaeologist is required to
have an imagination and a broad education.
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- What is the most important for the future archaeologist?

- Professionalism is the key feature that current or future archaeolo-

gist must have. In addition, archaeologists must pay due attention to
the excavation methods. As it is always possible to identify a multilay-
ered monument during excavations, and cultural layers can be mixed
if do not consider the methodology, which will lead to poor results.
Besides, it is not allowed to start the work prejudiced by the idea, oth-
erwise one might have to see what he wants to see and not what it
actually is. That is, the scientist should trust the source, but he should
not become its slave. In general, archaeologists must refrain until they
declare that they discovered something unique, they will really be as-
sured of the unigueness of their discovery. | do not like the preliminary
statements. The artefacts should make the researcher to talk and then
the researcher should make the artefact to talk.

- So archaeology is the discourse of the researcher and the artifact.

Mr. Otar, what would you wish to “Online Archaeology”?

- Online Archaeology is an interesting scientific magazine, which man-
ages to make archaeology popular using simple language at the back-
ground of correct scientific analysis, what is very useful and necessary
work, but at the same time it is difficult — | wish your magazine many
interesting findings, numerous materials and great success.

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In Summer of 2016, archaeological excavatons financed by Natonal
Agencyfor Protecton of Cultural Heritage were carried out by the As-
sociation of Archaeology (head of expediton Tengiz Esebua) in relation
with the rehabilitation of Atskuri Cathedral.

In current season the excavations were carried out in the interior
of church and outside perimeter; At the given stage the interior of the
church is entirely examined arcgaeologically, where during previous
years Medieval wall fragments, burials were revealed, which are built
with face stones of the church. The eastern section of the interior floor
is directly on the bedrock, in the south-west direction of the church
wine cellar was excavated; several burials were found, as well as walls
(with undetermined function) and bakeries for baking sacramental
bread (full with coal ashes).

During excavations, ceramic vessel fragments of various periods
of Medievals were found in 260 cm thick layer of mixed cultures. Ac-
cording to Mr. Tengiz Esebua, discovering of Late Antique Age ceramic
fragments is very significant.

Archaelogical works in outer perimeter of the church were finished
this year. In the north and north-west angle strong supportive sub-
structures of walls have been discovered. During dredging of the west-
ern gate to the front, lower structure of the eastern wall of the earli-
er church, existing before the cathedral, has been identified, namely,
the northern Apse of the church. The rest section of the church in the
south and west directions is cut into unexcavated area.




A stone with Asomtavruli inscription is built in the eastern facade clad-
ding panel. Specialists read theinscriptionin the following way: “4(60b@89)
9 9(90)by(s)mg39(?) 93(ab)z(m3m)bo doMasbalb dg”. (Crist! Mercy Ve(?)
Bishop the son of Mirian). The preliminary date of the inscription is IX-X
centuries. In order to shape the final plan of the church, and to deter-
mine the date of the church according to discovered artefacts and archi-
tectural details, it is necessary to proceed with excavations.

In Summer of 2016, archaeological excavatons financed by Natonal
Agencyfor Protecton of Cultural Heritage were carried out on Grakliani
Hill (head of expediton Vakhtang Licheli). Earth works were implement-
ed on lll and IV sites. Curently 9 trenches are cut, in 4 trenches among
them during dredging, slided ceramic materials were found on different
levels, which belong to the different period. Two burials are identified in
the third trench. According to the assumptions of the members of expe-
dition, cemetery of the settlement might be arranged on this side. Deer
horns are layed upon the skeleton of the individual in the burial N1,
and clayware is placed on the horns. Skeletons of two individuals were
identified in the burial N2, with pottery (three pieces) and cattle horns.

In Summer of 2016, archaeological excavatons financed by Natonal
Agency for Protecton of Cultural Heritage were carried out on Gud-
abertka settement (head of expediton Giorgi Mindiashvili).
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Works were implemented on two sites: Settlement at north-west mar-
gin of Gori (I site) and on Bortsvistsveri (Il site). Cultural layers were
significantly desintegrated on both sites due to ditches, digged for en-
trenchments.

On the site I, in upper cultural layer 8-10 house remains of Late
Bronze-Early Iron Ages were identified. Approximate localization of
structures became possible according to clay vessels, concentrated on
a single flatness on the fragments ofplaces transferred into brick and
reddened, on fragments of Khovle type ovens or at locations of their
relics and on fragments of puddle clay floors.Relics of oven-alter of
special assignment, cleaned on the square 17/13, is especially interest-
ing. Two vessels and two bi-conical jug are plastered into the platform.

Two construction levels of Kura-Araxes culture settlement were iden-
tified in lower cultural layer on the same site. Ruins of burnt and red-
dened ceiling and walls were observed, including, circular walls, sta-
tionary, protruded hearths and fragments of clayware.

Damaged cultural layers of both periods were observed in the trench
arranged on the site Il.

In Summer of 2016, archaeological excavatons financed by Natonal
Agencyfor Protecton of Cultural Heritage were carried out on Nokalak-
evi settlement area (head of expediton Doctor of Archaeology Nikoloz
Murghulia).

During the ongoing season’s fieldwork, expedition carried out works
in lower section of Nokalakevi — in trenchecs A, E and F.

Trench A was located next to the northern gate. The trench was
dredged to the bedrock.During years construction layers of IV-VI cen-
turies and fragments of cobble paved streets have been identified in
the trench;Hellenistic period cemetery (Amphora-burial,Dergi-burials,




ditch-burials, cremation burials) and relics of the settlement; cultur-
al layers of VI-IV centuries; cultural layer of VIII-VII centuries, which
contained the fragments of double-headed zoomorphic figurines, frag-
ments of pottery for the kitchen, table and agricultural purposes.

The trench E is located in the eastern sector of the settlement, out-
side the fence in 30 m from it. Pottery of VIII-VII BC, VI-Il BC and IV-VI
AD is recovered from the trench in the southern margin of the Men-
grelian wooden house. According to Mr. N.Murghulia, there is mixed
material culture on certain sections here. However, there is a section,
where mainly pottery of VIII-VI and VI-IV BC, limestone and fragments
of clay mortar can be observed. He suggests that large number of clay
mortar fragments indicates on existence of cribbed-stuccoes structure.
Supposedly the examination of contours of defensive ditch will be pro-
ceeded in parallel.

During ongoing season’s fieldwork, the trench F has been cut. It is situ-
ated in the central part of the lower sector of the settlement, in north-
east from Forty Sebastian Martyrs Church. Burnt cultural layer of Hel-
lenistic period was recovered from the trench. It contains fragments
of stone masonry, large number of clay plastering, with fragments of

wood and ashed logs.

In Summer of 2016, archaeological excavatons financed by Natonal
Agencyfor Protecton of Cultural Heritage were carried out on Samsh-
vilde settlement area (head of expediton David Berikashvili).

Dredging of trenches #69 and #69, which were commenced in 2015
on the citadel of the settlement, and recovering of lower layer culture
was proceeded. New #60 trench was cut. Also, exploratory trenches

near Sioni church were arranged.
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In all three trenches developed thick cultural layer of Medievals has
been identified under the layer of late Medieval centuries. It contains
several contruction horizons and levels. This layer starts at 80-90 cm
depth from the surface and according to current excavation data, goes
down to the depth up to 2,40 cm.

Limestone walls were observed in the trench #68, pottery of XII-XllI
centuries, including glazed bowls, have been identified in cultural layer.
There were two large rounded stones. According to Mr. David Beri-
kashvili, these stones should be the bases of the columns and indicates
presence of large sized structures in the citadel in medieval centuries.
Two storage rooms built with limestone were revealed in the trench
#69. It was not possible to examine them fully, as the part of the walls
is located on unexcavated area. Ashed logs have been identified on the
floor of the storage rooms, as well as tile fragments, iron nails. Recov-
ered material is dated as XII-XIll centuries.

The trench #60 was cut in the east from the royal bath. At 20 cm depth
from the ground surface large bazalt brick masonry is identified, un-
derlying by Late Medieval layer, where ruins of brick walls and plaster,
ashed logs, burnt tiles, etc can be observed.

Pits near Sioni proved that when the church was functioning, there
was a square in the north and north-east from it, which was plastered
with lime. This square leveled uneven surface of the bedrock. Medi-
eval storage room walls and subject materials were identified on this
“square”. The mentioned layer is damaged by burials, cut in late medi-
eval period. In some burials there are traces of forcefull mortification
on cleaned skeletons. Mr. David Berikashvili links this fact to the mili-
tary campaign of Jehan-Shah to Samshvilde in 1440.




In Summer of 2016, based on the permit obtained from Natonal Agen-
cyfor Protecton of Cultural Heritage, fieldworkswere carried out in
Telavi, in the yard of the house at Cholokashvili street #18, at the adit
of the newly-recovered tunnel. Works were implemented by the head
of Cultural Resources Research Center, Mr. Nika Tushabramishvili.
During cleaning the area from construction waste and ground adja-
cent to the recovered tunnel adit at the yard of the house at Cholo-
kashvili street #18, the remains of the old fence of one of the district
of Telavi were identified. Mr. Nika Tushabramishvili underlines works,
implemented due to this finds, which were not considered by the pro-
ject. Fence and the area in front of it were cleaned.

On the basis of the old map of Telavi and data obtained from the
local population, Mr. Nika Tushabramishvili suggests that old fence
contains the entire longitudinal section under Cholokashvili street till
Matsantsari Khevi.

Aerial photo fixation and 3 dimensional modeling was carried out,
territories and landscapes were determined in Google systems. In the
result building history on several hills of Telavi and its strategic impor-
tance in relation to Tsivgombori Range was proved

Four construction periods were singled out in the exterior at this
stage of survey, including the | level on top, which with its charac-
ter corresponds to the masonry of “Batonis Tsikhe” fence. Mr. Nika
Tushabramishvili distinguishes architectural structure in western sec-
tion (tower-like pier), which is built with the construction material and
technique, characteristic to relatively early period.

The tunnel adit was cleaned approximately up to 2 m depth. One bi-
furcation was well revealed, which is probably headed in south-west
direction to Ghvtismshobeli Street, the second bifurcation is headed
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to the Virgin Mary Church. Tunnel walls are tightely built, has triangle
arch ceiling, riverstone inclusions can be observed in the depth, in the
wall masonry. At the tunnel adit, on the left side, the part of Arabian
inscription on the hewn stone is found, it is needed to clean the other
part of it.

In order to study the history of Telavi city settlement, it is necessary to
proceed with the survey of fence and tunnels in future.

In Summer of 2016, cleaning-archaeological excavatons financed by
Natonal Agencyfor Protecton of Cultural Heritage were carried out in
Zemo Machkhaani village of Dedoplistskaro Municipality (head of ex-
pediton Giorgi laghiashvili).

Works were implemented in Zemo Machkhaani, on the area, where
the church was previously on south-east marginal hill.

Prior to starting cleaning works, only northern wall fragment of the
church was visible on the ground surface, and grave stone of Late Me-
dieval centuries with Mkhedruli inscription, which was placed on the
threshold of western entrance. After removal of ruins and bulk, lower
structure of hall church was revealed, which was built with alterna-
tion of fine cobblestone and square brick.During final cleaning of apse,
totally different masonry of its lower rows is identified — larger cob-
blestone masonry, framed by bricks, built using lime solution. Accord-
ing to excavators, two construction layers were identified on the site.
There was small hall church in developed Medievals (XI-XIII). After it
was destroyed, a hall, built with almost square planning bricks was at-
tached to the altar, preserved in XIX century; Altar was built with brick
and fine cobblestone masonry.

In general four types of bricks have been identified on site: 1. Rectan-




gular, so-called “Russian” brick, with which the main hall, a pulpit and
bema is paved. 2. Square brick (20/22X20/22-5 cm), with which the
floor of altar is paved; 3. Square brick (17/18X17/18-4 cm), it is used
during building the church in XIX century; 4. Early square brick (25X25-
5/6 cm), used in early masonry of the altar.

Therest ruins of old hall church, suppousedly, were cleaned during con-
struction of the new church and its traces were removed with archae-
ological materials.

Fragments of different color plastering have been found in the interi-
or during cleaning (white, blue, light blue, yellow, greyish). Wall frag-
ment , painted in brick-red, was identified in-situ at the bottom of the
southern wall, the second construction layer belongs to XIX century,
walls are built with cement; according to wall masonry, construction
technigue and decorative elements, the second construction layer of
the church repeats construction traditions of synchronous churches,
located in the region.

Copper icon, copper coins, cut in 1916, window glass and a fragment
of a dark red small glass cup were found on the floor of the altar inside
the church. During cleaning of the church floor, in the center, under the
ruined vault, there were six-candle copper chandelier with its chain.
Bronze religious items and fragments of clothes were identified in the
south-east angle.

According to Mr. Giorgi Laghiashvili, XIX century church was built by
residents of Zemo Machkhaani, Zaldastanians, today their descend-
ants — several families live in the village; The church is destroyed in 20s
of XX century during anti-religion campaign. After studying stock mate-
rials, it is necessary to determine after whom was the church named,
as from interviews with local population it cannot be clear, as one part
of them states that it is named after St.Nino, the others say that it is
Virgin Mary Church.

In Summer of 2016, based on the permit obtained from Natonal Agen-
cyfor Protecton of Cultural Heritage, archaeological excavationswere
carried out in surroundings of Doghurashi village in Tsageri Municipal-
ity (head of expedition Nino Sulava).

The expedition arranged seven exploratory trenches at the ravine of
“Doghurashi Ghele”, with the interval of 0,5 m. Up to 1-2,5 m thick cul-
tural layer has been excavated on about 100 m2 area. Contexts related
to metallurgic production — fragments of metal slags, ovens, made by
stones, clay pipes, so-called stone tables, etc. were identified in every
trench.

Mrs. Nino Sulava says that during the 2016 archaeological season,
Lechkhumi archaeology expedition examined remains of metallurgic
production of early medievals — oven and workshop site, where the
amount of slags was 8 cubic meters. She also states that excavations
of the site are still in progress and it is possible to identify even earlier
metallurgic production relics during future surveys.

In Summer of 2016, cleaning-archaeological excavatons financed by
Natonal Agencyfor Protecton of Cultural Heritage were carried out on
Khuntsi fortress (head of expediton Besik Lortkipanidze).

Five trenches were arranged on the territory of the fortress, from
where the trench #1 appeared to be the most successful. This trench
was cut at the highest point of the southern section. Remains of the
structure were found in the trench, the facade masonry of which is
built with well-hewned limestone (20-30-40 cm), 4-5 rows are pre-
served. It was not possible to determine precise sizes of the walls, as




mobile operator building is erected on the bordering area. Bottom of
four columns were found within the structure area, built with crushed
stones and ceramic piles on lime mixture basis.

During cleaning ruined layer of the interior, large amount of construc-
tion ceramics — brick and tile, was identified inside the building. Floor
fragments paved by ceramic plates and arranged with hydraulic fluid,
was found. Fragments of other architectural structures were identi-
fied within the same trench. In future after planned extension of the
trench, it will be possible to determine the function of the stucture.

Fragmets of fence walls were recovered in other trenches. In some
sections facade masonry was found, built in rows with hewn limestone
on the basis of lime solution. It was also determined that fence foun-
dation is 70 cm depth.

Significant material is added to the study of the site history by 2016 ar-
chaeological works, provided on Khuntsi Fortress. Part of building with
unknown assignation is recovered with quite unfamiliar and interest-
ing architectural-construction details; 25 m section of the northern
fence was revealed, which enables to determine the entire planningin
future. Large ammount of various construction ceramic materials were
identified in trenches, which is significant source for studying construc-
tion activity of IV-VI centuries Egrisi Kingdom. Ceramic materials were
recovered in a large ammount. Recovered structure, fences and mate-
rial are dated as V-VI centuries.

In Summer of 2016, archaeological excavatons financed by Natonal
Agencyfor Protecton of Cultural Heritage were carried out in St.George
Church complex, located in Mskhalgori village of Lagodekhi municipal-
ity (head of expediton Ketevan Dighmelashvili).
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Central hall, south and north extension facades and interior of the hall
church was cleaned. Church planning, lower structures of the exten-
sions, socle has been revealed. The monument was prepared for con-
servation or restoration project development, as well as for starting
physical works.

Cleaning of two-nave winepress in 35-40 m from the church was fin-
ished. It was discovered in the previous year. During the current sea-
son, in the same section of the complex, wall masonries were discov-
ered. During cleaning one of them the winepress was found, which
was attached to it and built with crushed stones. It is wholly plastered
and coated with lime mortar. It has drainage pipe in the middle, which
is tilted to the north. What is the most important, clayware, character-
istic to XI-XIll centuries were identified in situ in the winepress, includ-
ing glazed bowls. In addition, separate wall masonries were observed
in the north and south-east of the church; According to Mrs. Ketevan
Dighmelashvili, it is necessary to fully excavate this section of the com-
plex in order to determine the function of these walls.

The expedition arranged exploratory trenches on the field, stretched
in the south-west from the church, where ruins of fence-walls can be
observed and existance of large settlement can be supposed. Wall
fragments of desintegrated buildings are observed in most of trenches.
There are several damaged pitchers in one of the trenches within the
desintegrated building area.

In addition, the expedition carried out exploratory works on the set-
tlement, located on the southern ridge. Tower ruins were identified

on the ridge crest.

In 2016 (june-September), archaeological excavatons financed by Na-
tonal Agencyfor Protecton of Cultural Heritage were proceeded on




Dolochopi Basilica (head of expediton doctor of Sciences N. Bakhtadze).

Archaeological survey of the monument has been implemeted since
2012. In the result of large-scaled excavations several cultural layers
and construction period have been revealed: IV century church; V-VIII
centuries Basilica; Basilica reconstructed in IX century in a diminished
form and X-XlIl centuries cemetery. V century three-aisled Basilica is
the most significant find among above-mentioned ancient religious
buildings; its sizes (36 mX19 M) significantly exceed the sizes of Basil-
ican churches, known previously in Georgia. The walls are built with
well-selected split stones and cobblestones; and separate structural
details were constructed of Shirim stone.The main hall is divided in
naves by means of 5 pairs of crosslike planning pillars; the central nave
ends in semicircular planning apsis from the eastern side, and the side
naves — in rectangular pastophoriums. The roof of the given basilica
was covered with tiles, placed on the wooden beamed structure.
According to the statement of Mr. NodarBakhtadze, basilicas roofed
in the same style have not been found in our country until recently;
consequently, most of the Georgian art historians absolutely denied
the existence of the basilicas roofed by means of the similar method
in Georgia.

In the result of the present find and some recent researches, it be-
came clear that in the IV-V centuries,the temple style with such struc-
tures was spread in Georgia, as well as in Roman- Christian and in many
countries of early Byzantine Empire. Besides, the plastering of the inte-
rior of basilica is totally red and flat, notched above clay antefixes are
placed around the lower edges of tile roofs.This indicates at the fact
that the architecture of this temple was familiar with these decorative
motifs, characteristic for IV-V churches of some provinces (Syria, Mes-
opotamia, Iran) of the Christian East world.

2015-2016 excavations showed that Dolochopi Basilica was surrround-
ed from the north, west and south by 4 m wide walls of united system
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of stoa, side-chapels and narthexes, the preserved height of which
ranges between 1 and 1,5 m. Thus, External sizes of this distinguished
large-scaled basilica reached 44 mX29 m.

According to artefacts discovered in the structure, the first, the most
active stage of its functioning was determined as V-VIII centuries. At
the end of VIII century, in the result of attack from the enemy, Basilica
was partly destroyed.

Excavations of the current year finally determined architectural con-
stitution of the Basilica; it became known that tower like structures,
tilted with 45 degrees from the axis of Basilica, were initially attached
to the grand Basilica (possibly they served as contrforces). In the first
half of IX century, central and the northern naves of basilica were re-
stored till the fourth pair columns; the space between columns were
filled with fragments of ruined walls. So, hall church with the northern
side-chapel was created under the two sloped roof. At the end of IX or
in X century this church was also destroyed.

In X-XIll centuries, the nearest village population arranged very dense
cemetery in the interior of the has-been-church site, covered by ruins.
Nearly 90 burials were excavated. After cleaning the burials, when the
primary floor level appeared, it became known that V century Basilica
was built on the ruins of even earlier Christian church.

In the result of 2016 excavations, it was clarified that the planning of
the earlier IV century church, dicovered in 2015, is about 25 m long
and 15 m wide church building, of so-called “three-church basilica”
type. Rectangular planning altar had been arranged in the east from
the central nave, and at the edges of the lateral naves - rectangular
pastophoriums. On the basis of artefacts recovered from construction
layers at the level of foundation and floor, Mr. Nodar Bakhtadze con-
cludes that in the first half of V century, the first church was destroyed
by the earthquake and the platform was arranged by leveling the ruins;
on this very platform the grand basilica was constructed in the second




half of the same century.
After completing 2016 excavations, conservation-architects got
comprehensive materials for developing the project on rehabilita-

tion-strengthening of the church.

Archaeological excavatons financed by Natonal Agencyfor Protec-
ton of Cultural Heritage were carried out on Didnauri settlement, on
lori Upland (head of expediton Konstantine (Kiazo) Pitskhelauri).

The unique burial of the warrior have been revealed during current
excavations. As it seems a commander is buried here, as the head of
the deceased is furnished with a crown, a lot of jewelries were found in
the grave, as well as real sword, i.e. the imitation of a sword has been
often met by us, but here we were dealing with the real sword, which
was used for fighting. Accordingly, archaeologically, it was determined
how was this sword worn (on a back and not on a waist). Foreign ori-
gin arrowhead was discovered in the abdomen of a deceased, he was
killed with this weapon. He was killed not by Caucasian. Mr. Kiazo Pit-
skhelauri suggests that the arrowhead might be of Asia Minor origin.
After corresponding the findings to the sources, it will be determined
who invaded lori Upland in 13 century.

He also suggests that although the commander was killed in this war,
but the army gained victory, as the commander was buried immediate-
ly after his death, bent pose of the deceased indicates at it.

Mr. Kiazo thinks that after lori upland discoveries and specifically after
this finding, the date of the statehood can be determinedtentatively as
XIIl century BC. In order to justify the tentative suggestions, it is neces-
sary to proceed with archaeological excavations.
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Cultural Dialogue from Crossroad for
Cultures

Georgia - State in Eurasia, in Caucasus, on the east Black Sea coast. It
is bordered by Russia from the north, by Turkey and Armenia — from
the south and from the south-east - by Azerbaijan. This transconti-
nental country, located on the crossroad of the south-eastern Europe
and western Asia, is an integral part of Europe from socio-political
and cultural point of view.

The territory of modern Georgia was permanently inhabited since
the early Stone Age. Georgian States — Colchis and Iberia flourished
in classic Antique Age, which gave rise to the common Georgian cul-
ture and statehood. Christianity began to dominate from IV century;
Country became the united monarchy in 1008. Georgia has repeated-
ly undergone revitalization and falling.

The language of Kartvelians (Georgians) “is decorated and blessed
by the name of the Lord,” according to the linguistic complexity, Geor-
gian language is considered to be the eighth wonder of the world;
however, “there is not anything that cannot be written or spoken
in this language.” “Dare to say that early or late, none of the hu-
man cultural issues can be resolved without studying Georgian lan-
guage and discovering its explored means”, - Niko Marr states, who
excitingly wrote in his diary during looking for Shatberdi cloister in
Tao-Klarjeti: “Here | feel such closeness to the reality of the past of
this remote region that | should not be surprised if Grigol Khandtsteli
himself would appear in front of me and give me the answer on my
question — where is Shatberdi?”

Georgia is distinguished by its rich archaeology and many archaeol-
ogists did not spare themselves in “looking for Shatberdi”. It is inter-
esting to know the opinions of researchers — Does Georgian archaeol-




ogy lay the basis for realization of spiritual mission of the country in
the universal context? Is it possible to discuss Georgian archaeology
in the Caucasian or World cultural aspect? Which various cultures and
what information are gathered on this crossroad? Which impacts are
accepted and given away? Do archeological surveys prove that Geor-
gia is the hearth for continuous civilization?

Archaeologists Nikoloz Tushabramishvili, Lerry Jibladze, Irakli Anch-
abadze, Alexander Orjonikidze write a column in “Online Archaeolo-
gy” - “Cultural Dialogue from Crossroad for Cultures”

STONE AGE
Nika Tushabramishvili

Southern Caucasus, Transcaucasus and Georgia always were the cross-
road for Africa, Europe and Asia., accordingly, even since the anciant
times, various cultures used to gather here. If we accept the estab-
lished thesis that human being first appeared in Africa about 2 500 000
years ago, then it is clear that since then Georgia has been involved
in large processes, which accompanied creation of a man. In general,
human being cannot stay in one place for many reasons (first of all,
climate change), a man is constantly moving. Firstly, he moves from Af-
rica to the north, which is shown well on the territory of Georgia. The
oldest site of Europe is Dmanisi, which dates back to 1 800 000. In the
given era human being appeared on the territory of our country due
to the suitable climate conditions. Savannahs, semi-savannahs, even
the wildlife was the same as in Africa, i.e., actually people here felt as
in Africa. Then some people stayed here and others resettled in vari-
ous directions due to the climate change, excess population and as it
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seems due to reduction of the living areas. Thus, people started move-
ment characteristic to them (mostly young people migrated), exploring
hunting, living areas and looking for suitable places on the earth due
to the sharp climate changes, i.e. since 1 800 000 BC there was a cul-
ture in Georgia that was called African, Oldowan culture, and it existed
permanently. Maybe hiatuses appear, large chronological frameworks
are still incomplete, but some traces of this culture can be still visi-
ble. The longest hiatus includes approximately 800 000 years, starting
from Dmanisi, before 1 000 000 years. It will be possible to discuss
the chronology more precisely after carrying out further surveys. So
we have the monument dated back to 1 800 000, as well as 1 000 000
year-old monument - Akhalkalaki I. Chronologically, next monuments
are presumably, Ziari (Kakheti, Gombori ridge) and Ashel monuments,
situated in the highlands of Samachablo — Tsona Cave and Kudaro |
and Kudaro Ill (approx. 600 000 -700 000 BC., 400 000 BC, and 600
000 BC.). Lower Paleolithic material is found on Javakheti Uplift, on
Upper Imereti plateau. Unfortunately, the exact dates has not been
established, because there are no stratigraphy, untouched geological
layers can be observed. About 300 000 years ago, Middle Paleolithic
Era starts, which actually is Neanderthal epoch. One of the most an-
cient Neanderthal dwelling is found in western Georgia, in Jruchula
Cave, which was previously dated back to 60 000 BC, but now the date
is revised (date got older, we have received the new date - 274 000 BC
). The relics of Neanderthal are found here. These are the first Nean-
derthal remains, not only in Georgia but throughout the former Soviet
Union. The local industry is similar to that of Levant’s (common indus-
tries and cultures in eastern Mediterranean coastal regions). It is possi-
ble that this industry, this culture is partly rooted and developed here,
on our territory, but Jruchula and other monuments of the similar type
reflects the influence not only from the south but from the north too.
That is, if Middle Paleolithic fins, elongated spines are alike to material




of the monuments characteristic to Levant, Lebanon and Palestinian
Israeli and other regions, they are similar to the materials of the North
Caucasus by secondary processing, in the form of retouching ( partly
two-sided processing), which means that there were cultural relations
with the South, as well as with the north. Maybe it was related to the
climate changes or cultural diffusions. So, if the Early Paleolithic Sites
are like monuments in Levant, later, the impact of Zagros mountains is
felt. Similarity, which is seen in the North Caucasus, is the result of the
fact that people move from here to there, and certain groups — vice
versa, came here from there. Thus, it is mostly mutual influence com-
ing from the south to the north.

The territory of Georgia is especially interesting for the fact that all
kinds of culture are gathered here. If in the early period African influ-
ence is evident, then Zagros, Northern Caucasus impact is felt with its
macro-culture and all this is linked to people’s migration due to the
climate change. That is, when people were not feeling well and when
Passes were free, they were going back, etc. But such migration took
place mainly from South to North, however, to some extent reverse mi-
gration could also be observed. That is why, a lot of cultural elements
of Old World can be examined in Georgia. It gives vast information
to the World civilization. This region was used by the ancient people,
and here we can already speak of the living areas and landscapes (in
the territory of Georgia the landscape is changing in every 70 km),
about the facts taking place since the period of 2 000 000 years ago.
So we are able to do reconstruction of all aforementioned.

According to the version based on the recent information, the ancient
people resettled from here. Homo ergaster (homo ergaster), which was
discovered in Dmanisi, was established here. As for the later stages,
already the Neanderthals, they lived only on the territory of Europe.
Genetic researches show that modern Europeans have 2-5% genes of
Neanderthals. In other words, this territory, these Neanderthals took
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participation in the formation of the modern people. In addition, until
now it was believed that modern humans appeared in Africa about
200 000 years ago and then resettled, they harassed the Neanderthals,
interbreeding took place and generations were given. Natural disasters
were named as one of the reasons of their disappearance. Such nat-
ural disaster was volcanic eruption on the Mediterranean coast, the
ashes of which we were looking for on the territory of Georgia, but
it could not be proved. However, in caves we found the remains of
erupted volcano Nemrut in Turkey. So, the change of nature, human
adaptation, replacement mechanism of one type of human being with
the other, interbreeding and inheritance is identified here. According
to the recent information, about 400 000 years ago, the ancient human
being of modern type has been found in Israeli cave, i.e. there is the
version, that the resettlement took place from Israel. Thus actually the
distance between us is reduced. However, the clarification of this fact
is the subject of the further surveys. Due to the fact that Georgia is a
natural barrier, a dead end (the main ridge of the Caucasus locks it),
different types of people cohabitated here and cultures coexisted as
well. People had to communicate with each other. Their mixture and
separate development with local features is very interesting. Actually,
this is what is happening today.

The new methods of modern genetic research already shows what
was the role of Georgian territory in the physical-anthropogenic for-
mation of the modern type of a man and in the cultural evolution
after receiving final, current appearance, as well as in adaptation to
the environment. .




SAMTSKHE — CONTACT ZONE FOR
DIFFERENT CULTURES

(In the Light of Evidence from

Orchosani Settlement)

It is well-known fact that Samtskhe area was the contact zone for dif-
ferent cultures from ancient times. This should be the one of the main
crossroads for interaction of cultures of major districts, such as Anato-
lia - Western Asia and Northern Caucasus - Maikop traditions, as well
as of both parts of Georgia.

Contacts between Western and Eastern parts of Georgia, which is
proved in the light of historical evidences here, were vividly revealed
in the very beginning of Bronze Age. This is the time when Kura-Araxes
tribes started to actively use Samtskhe area. In addition, in the margin-
al line of Western Georgia ceramics, characteristic to Imereti Cave can
be observed. Apparently, we can consider that the Kura-Araxes culture
was spread in the west till this line in Samtskhe. Kura-Araxes popula-
tion, who were keen on continental climate, was less attracted by for-
ested and relatively humid places. Maybe that was the reason of the
fact that this culture was more wide-spread in the southern direction.
Its movement to the South caused active involvement of the Caucasus
in the system of dominant world. It can be stated that Samtskhe was
actively participated in these processes, which was reflected by spread-
ing bi-conical pottery of Tsalka in the north-east of Anatolia. Later the
reverse movement can be observed; Samtskhe is influenced by South-
ern elements — Anthropomorphic horseshoe tripods, clay hearths of
certain types, etc. However, unlike of sites in upper and middle reaches
of Mtkvari Basin, Araratian option impacts of this culture are less re-
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vealed here. It can be presumed that Samtskhe, together with Javak-
heti, on a certain extent influenced on north-western bordering region
of Armenia by spreading squared stone structures, and it makes this
part of Armenia sharply distinguished from other internal regions of
the country.

The fate of the region after weakening and extinguishing of Ku-
ra-Araxes culture always caused a great interest. Was early kurgan
culture established here similar to the eastern Georgia or did it devel-
op in a different way?

It is known that by spreading early kurgans, Georgia, traditionally ori-
ented on ancient eastern civilization, for some period got under the
orbit of European cultures, where a long-standing tradition of burial of
the deceased was dominant.

Although kurgans of that period have still been scarcely identified, but
the available data shows that the culture of this region was developed
in the same way as in eastern regions of Georgia, i.e. early kurgan cul-
ture was spread in this region too.

The relationship between two parts of Georgia was proceeded, re-
flected by finding some specimens of Bedeni ceramics in south-west
Colchis and on the contrary, by finding some objects characteristic to
Colchis in eastern Georgia, on Bedeni sites. The shortest way between
them passed through Samtskhe, probably exactly on the location,
where now Orchosani settiment is situated.

Identification of rough pottery together with Kura-Araxes and Bedeni
fragile ceramics in the ancient layers of the settlement, immediately
raised a question: Are we dealing with layers of various ages - the
Eneolithic Age and Early Bronze layers? Or whether their coexistence
can be explained by preserving the early ceramic traditions in Early
Bronze Age Samtskhe? Since the case involved obtained materials from
nonstratified, “protected” pits, the later was considered to be more
credible hypothesis. So, naturally, we gave the meaning of chronolog-




ical qualifiers not to archaic ceramics, the usage of which can already
be observed since Neolithic - Eneolithic Age, but to the accompanying
early kurgan material, the existence of which in a narrow chronological
period, a certain section of Il millennia AD, is precisely determined.

However, exactly the ceramics became the main source for raising dif-
ferent opinions about Orchosani ancient settlement. Due to the re-
semblance of its only one rough item to Shulaveri-Shomu-Tepe culture,
it was related to earliest agriculture and the full assemblage of pottery
had not been considered. Thus scientists did not considered the spec-
ification of Shulaveri-Shomu-Tepe culture and its different character.
Metal objects stayed behind the attention as well, which are vividly
belong to early kurgan age.

Much more common can be observed in the circle united under the
name of Tsopi or Tsopi-ginchi, the origins of which is deemed to be in
early established cultural unity in Georgia. Its characteristic features
are preserved in the material of a number of Caucasian sites. Fre-
guently such ceramics is represented together with Kura-Araxes and
Bedeni materials. There are many examples of it in eastern Georgia
settlements of the end of Early Bronze Age. Therefore, we do not think
that it is correct to exclude synchroneity of Kura-Araxes and Tsopi cul-
tures on the basis of stratigraphy, “seen” in Orchosani “protected” pits,
which really do not exist. ..

The existance of Uruk ceramic fragments in Orchosani should also be
noted. The same picture can be seen in Tsopi culture. Similar materials
are found in upper layers of caves in western Georgia. It is often called
Maikop material (due to the proximity to the North Caucasus).

Uruk period is very important in the history of the Ancient East. Dur-
ing this period huge shifts in culture, introduction of advanced tech-
nologies are observed. Demand on metals, especially on gold is in-
creased, which led to the Uruk (Western Asia) expansion firstly to
Anatolia-South Caucasus, and then from here to the north, where on
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its foundation the brilliant Maikop culture had been established.

It is hard to claim whether the main way, which carry Uruk culture
to northern Caucasus was passing on the territory of western Geor-
gia, but as the ceramics of this culture is insignificantly represented
in western Georgia, it is unlikely that there might be any major move-
ment on this way from the south. Probably, the main Uruk flow might
be assumed in south Caucasian region, where the monuments of this
culture are frequantly met. As for the existance of Uruk ceramics in Or-
chosani, it reflects the later age, the period of shifting Maikop culture
from the north to its homeland — Western Asia, i.e. this is a period,
when this culture moves to south, through Caucasus. The discovery of
bronze hoe in Orchosani, with its shape and proven nickel alloy, must
also be related to this fact. It is remarkable that this hoe from Orcho-
sani has a shape completely unfamiliar in South Caucasus. The discov-
ery of this tool is very interesting as it stands close to hoes of the early
Maikop Culture with the shape and nickel content. Although the nickel
presence draws closer this hoe to southern regions as well, where this
metal was widely spread, but the shape of Orchosani tool significantly
differs from Western Asian hoes. We do not exclude its southern origin
and therefore we assume that this hoe got its specific appearance ex-
actly in Maikop culture, from where it was spread in Samtskhe, proba-
bly through western Georgia.

Bronze arrowheads with pyramidal heads found in Orchosaniindicates
on relationship with the northern Caucasus. One of them had nickel
content like the Kurgan arrowhead, which was found during excava-
tions at Kheltubani village. It should be noted that metal pyramidal
head arrowheads cannot be met in the south of Caucasus. It is more
spread in the north Caucasus and its northern bordering districts. The
emergence of such arrowhead already indicates the establishment of
the so-called Early Kurgan Culture. It does not occur in the previous
or the subsequent cultures. Orchosani bronze dagger finds its nearest




analogues in the materials of the same period.

So Orchosani settlement represents the ancient monument, where
different elements of Early Bronze Age coexisted, and Samtskhe is the
contact zone for these cultures.

BRONZE AGE

Early and Middle Bronze Age Colchis cultures (Proto-Colchian cul-
tures) are significantly represented on the territory of modern Abkhaz-
ia. They are distributed in the form of various categories of settlement
hills, e.g : Dikhagudzuba and others. They are characterized by group
arrangement and settlement complexes cover 10-12-15 ha. They are
spread in the coastal plain along the north-west Colchis area and the
final line of their distribution is Tamishi settlement (Ochamchire). Then
the terrain changes and settlements are located on the natural hills,
coastal terraces, etc. Artificial hill-settlements with their configuration
are very similar to teramara culture residential hills, spread on the
River Po valley, in northern Italy, dated as about XVII-XII centuries BC.
The similarity between them is expressed not only in the configuration
of settlements, but there are some contact points in ceramic materi-
als too. It was noted by B. Kuptin, T. Mikeladze, J. Apakidze (the later
specifically worked on this topic). Thus, the earliest contacts between
Proto-Colchian and certain elements of Ancient Colchian and teramara

culture is proved.
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Dolmen culture is dominant on the territory of modern Abkhazia,
which is represented by megalithic dolmen structures. They are mainly
spread along the Black Sea coastline in Abkhazia, the significant con-
centration is observed in Eshera. The last place where dolmens are
spread is in Bedia (at Ochamchire). This is collective burial places, the
origin of which raises various opinions. Modern Abkhazia dolmens get
under the influence of Early and Middle Bronze Age cultures of Colchis
Lowland. The territory between Sokhumi and Ochamchire is the con-
tact place of dolmen and Proto-Colchian cultures. Similarity between
dolmen material and Early Bronze Age culture materials of Colchis is
reflected by metal inventory (especially elements of hole-butted axes
and axes with tilted butt).

Is Colchis Area Isolated from the World?

It is only seems so from the first glance, but really, Colchis area is not
isolated, it has powerful contacts with the sorrounding world, which
is proved by ceramic materials. Colchis Lowland materials of the end
of Early Bronze Age are similar to Bedeni culture materials, which is
reflected in black glossy ceramics and number of other elements. Also
contact points with Bedeni culture can be observed in the tradition of
preparation Ispani hole-butted axe model. Existance of contacts are
proved between Middle Bronze Age Brili burial materials and mate-
rials of north-west Osetia highlands, Digori valley, in particular ac-
cording to Bronze cult inventory. The whole territory of Colchis is in
contact with synchronous archaeological cultures in Bronze Age. Es-
pecially, some elements of Early Bronze Age ceramics (Ispani) of south-
west Colchis is very similar to Anatolian ceramics.

So north-west Colchis area, the whole current Abkhazia (almost till
Psou River), gets within the borders of ancient Colchian culture. Previ-
ous period of Colchian culture, Early and Middle Bronze Age Proto-Col-




chian culture has contact points with dolmens. Ancient Colchian culture
area covers mountainous, as well as coastline areas. Powerfull Geor-
gian impulses (ancient) comes exactly from Abkhazia. In terms of cul-
ture, it is the inner part of Colchian culture. Colchis is undoubtfully the
crossroad for cultures, which is not surprising, as Colchis area entirely
gets between ancient eastern world and Northern Caucasus. Colchis
was connective crossroad for these two regions, which is reflected
in archaeological cultures. There were no hindrances for spreading
contacts. During excavations in Pichori, we found wooden plow and 8
kg. wheat. These wooden plows have nearest parallels with analogous
plows, which were depicted on the clay plates, found in Mesopotamia.
Finding a wooden plow proves that Georgia was agricultural country.
Its main activity was metallurgy in mountains and agriculture on plains.
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ABKHAZIA

Late Antique and Early Medieval

Centuries

In scientific literature, archaeological culture is known under the term
“Tsebeldian culture”, which is mainly represented in north-west Col-
chis (in Abkhazia). It is one of the distinguished cultures in entire Cau-
casian region with its specificity and uniqueness. In recent decades, it
became the study object for international scientific society, as it is very
important in the light of archaeological surveys of not only western
Caucasus, but of northern Black Sea coast and Eastern Europe during
the so-called great human resettlement period.

Monuments of “Tsebeldian culture” dated as II-VIlI AD, are represent-
ed by 15 settlements, 10 fortresses and up to 20 cemeteries, majority
of which is located on the right bank of Kodori river, in Tsebelda and
Azanta valleys. There are mainly inhumation burial pits on cemeteries,
where the deceased is buried on his back, in north-west or south-west
direction. In addition, burial bins for cremation are also used. Burials
are singled out with rich inventory, which is unusual to that period and
is explained by weak impact of Christianity or absence of it in this re-
gion. High level of militarization should also be noted, 60-70% of men’s
burials contain military weapons.

Monographic examination of above-mentioned archaeological
monuments is important not only for studying of other contampo-
rary monuments of western Georgia, but also for becoming aware
of the past of Eastern Georgia, Ancient Iberia. Individual burials of
“Tsebeldian Culture”, which had rich inventory, were less influenced




by christianity. It gaves unique comparable materials to date Late An-
tique and Early Medieval century burials.

Diverse inventory of various origins, found in burials, indicates at the
fact that the society was connected with contemporary cultures of
Eurasia, from China to Western Europe, especially with cultures of the
Mediterranean coastline and Byzantium.

Tsebeldian culture artefacts are the best sources to study military
weapons, military activity, jewellry and glass material of so-called
“Great Human Ressettlement Period” (llI-VIlI centuries AD) in Cauca-
sus region, on the territory of central and southern Europe. Studying
the history of the end of Late Antique and Early Midieval centuries of
the north and northern Black Sea coast is connected with number of
difficulties (due to great movement of people during this period). At
the same time archaeological monuments of II-VIl centuries AD, exam-
ined in Kodori Valley, proves long-term, continuous residence of peo-
ple on one place. For example: scientists O.Gey and |. Bajan in the work
- «XpOHO/IOTUA 3NOXM KTOTCKMXMNOXOA0B» (Ha TeppuTopum BoctouHoM
Esponbl 1 KaBKka3sa)» state that continuous chronological scale of IlI-VII
centuries AD, developed on the basis of “Tsebeldian” burials, may be
connected not only by other synchronous Caucasian monuments, but
also by Crimean, Cherniakhovian, Velbarsk cultural sites and then it is
possible to synchronize them with Common European Chronology Sys-
tem, created by G. Eggers. Finally, “Tsebeldian culture” gives opportu-
nity to study Byzantine archaeology in many directions, where (on the
territory of ancient Byzantium) military weapons and jewellry of Early
Medieaval centuries is poorly represented.
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NEW ARCHAEOLOGICAL DISCOVER

Mskhalgori 2016

By financing of the National Agency for Cultural Heritage Preservation
of Georgia, in July-August 2016 archaeological works were carried out
in Architectural complex and former settlement area located in north-
east of village Zemo (upper) Mskhalgori, Lagodekhi municipality (ar-
chaeological works were carried out by Helsinki Citizens’ Assembly of
Georgian National Committee ). The works were conducted in four
places: 1. At St. George’s Cathedral; 2. Two nave winepress; 3. one nave
wine press; 4. on the area of settlement.

1.The outer perimeter of St. George’s Cathedral east wall and south
outbuilding sothern wall were cleaned, which confirmed that temple
was built on the basis of mortar and on single-level socle built of quad-
ra and lime. Also southern outbuilding of the southern wall is built
on single-step socle. The interior of this outbuilding was also cleaned,
20 cm thickness layer was completely removed and it was possible to
fix the outbuilding to the temple. If we judge accoridng to the glazed
vessel found in the interior, the temple should be destroyed on the eve
of XIlI-XIV centuries. The destruction was suden, because adults’ oste-
ological material were found without burial rules.

During the cleaning outer perimeter of the temple, several tombs
were proven, one of the brick burial grounds and stone burial grounds
were cleaned. The brick burial ground was made for a one year child
and in the stone burial ground an adult man was buried- streched su-
pine, with the haed to the west. Tombs of the temple and the complex
are simultaneous.

In the east of the temple in 33 meters two nave winepress was cleaned
(dimensions: 5.55x2.87x1m). It is built with pieces of stone and cobble-
stone on mortar. It is oriented from north towards south and has duct
groove in southern wall. Inner walls of the winepress naves are sloping
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and narrowed in the bottom. During the cleaning of the winepress and
ite perimeter the fragments of glazed bowls and various ceramic prod-
ucts shows that the winepress functioned in XII-XIV centuries.

10 meters away in the south-west of the two nave winepress the re-
mains of building walls and another attached winepress (dimensions:
5.5x1.5x0.65 m) were cleaned. The walls are built with pieces of stone
on mortar. They create south-east corner of the building and continue
to the west and north. At this stage, we could not fully reveal one nave
winepress attached to the east wall, which is oriented from south to
north. The winepress is thoroughly plastered inside with lime. Longitu-
dinal walls are dipping toward the floor. A duct groove is made in the
middle of the floor, which joins to the duct groove made in north-east
corner. The winepress was soon damaged and its duct was thorough-
ly ground with a thick layer of lime mortar. Vessels (about 50 pieces)
were found in the winepress — pots, jugs, pitchers, bowls, wine jars,
ketsi, (earthenware frying-pan to bake maize-flour) etc.

The Archaeological expedition worked in the south of the complex
about 1 kilometer away, in the hollow of the settlement area. Remains
of sidewalls built with pieces of dry stone were expored amd revealed,
exploreation borholes were made, as a result the remains of walls built
with stone and mud and cellar (marani (location for storing wine in
special pitchers) were revealed. Three great pitchers on the territory of
the cellar were cleaned. The pitchers are burnt brown, their surface is
covered with engraved, undulating pattern. The pitchers discovered in
the cellar are identical to the ones found in the architectural complex
area, thus they belong to one chronological period.

Thus, archaeological excavations carried out in Zemo Mskhalgori
archiotectural complex and settlement area revealed the unknown
moument of Georgian History, the existing period of which accoriding
to the excavation data belongs to XII-XIV centuries.

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Reportage from Excavations

Online Archaeology rubric “Reportage from the excavation” will allow

reader to get virtually involved in archaeological research process be-
fore the excavations, during the excavations and get acquainted with
results of scientific research — excavation dynamics online.

May 20, 2016 — Reportage of archaeologist Doctor of History,
Senior Scientist of Georgian National Museum, Professor Go-
derdzi Narimanashvili from Armaziskhevi:

Now we are on Mtskheta Municipality area, at 470 m above the sea
level, at the confluence of Mtkvari and Armaziskhevi rivers, on the
right bank. This is the place, where eponymous ancestor of Georgians-
Kartlos settled, the name of the country originates from here and from
here the history of the country takes a start according to “Kartlis Tsk-
hovreba” (Life of Kartli).

Before excavations

First archaeological excavations commenced here in 1936 (headed by
Iv. Javakhishvili, S. Janashia, Al. Kalandadze, G. Gobejishvili, A. Apakidze
and G. Lomtatidze). Excavations were suspended during the war, as
almost all members involved in the excavations were deployed to the
war. Excavations were renewed in 1943 and were proceeded till 1949.
Significant findings were discovered during this period. Many novel-
ties of Georgian history became known exactly at that time; it turned
out thatsmall and big Pitiakhshes lived here, inscriptions appeared,
well-known ArmaziBilingual (Stele of Serapit) and Stele of Sharaga Piti-
akhsh, erected for celebration of victory.

Firstly, roman bath was excavated. We discovered names of Georgian
kings and Ezosmodzghvaris (priest, spiritual guide, close person to the

royal family), who gained many victories. So the site itself bears high
importance.Armaziskhevi comlex of Eristavis (feudals, like dukes in
English) is dated as IlI-1ll centuries, however, the settlement existed till
Xl century.

In the following years excavations took place on Mt. Kartli, where Ear-
ly Medieval settlement was discovered. St. Nino church stands on the
highest elevation here (VII).

Hellenistic and Antique Age settlement was identified hereby on so-
called Katsitavana hill by archaeological expedition. So this is historical-
ly very significant area for Iberia kingdom of Kartli and it is obvious that
archaeological finds facilitated to the announcement of the part of this
territory as a preserved area.

Rehabilitation-conservation of archaeological monuments of Arma-
ziskhevi started three years ago and it is financed by Natonal Agency-
for Protecton of Cultural Heritage. It was diceded to properly prepare
Armaziskhevi for visitors and accordingly, first of all, it was required to
carry out archaeological works; This considered to identify structures
already known from publications and investigate new archaeological
sites. Nowadays, the third season of works is in progress.

The results of three-year excavations appeared very successful. Be-
side identification of fenced, one and two-celled structures and exam-
ination of the surrounding infrastructure, we obtained new archaeo-
logical finds as well. Last year we defined that one more large hall is
erected in the west of the structure with fence. This is the building
built with limestone, which is not mentioned in previous reports, nei-
ther depicted on the map. We found three burials of Late Antique and
Medievals. One of them was already robbed in the past. Medieval mul-
ti-celled structure was identified (XI-XIl). This era was not known in
Armazi before the present.
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One of the burial is very interesting as it belongs to Armaziskhevi Piti-
akhshrank, it is arranged for a little child (sizes 60X60 cm, height — 80
cm), it is built with finely hewned stones, it has stone floor, angles are
plastered with lime mortar; so, it is very well prepared, that means that
it is the burial of a representative of high soial layer. Unfortunately, the
grave was empty and it is difficult to state whether it really belonged to
the representative of Pitiakhsh genealogy, however it can be assumed
according to its structure.

Excavations

We started current year excavations on May 8 and we have already
obtained interesting finds. Hole-burial of Antique Age had not been
excavated before, this year it was cut for the first time. It belongs
to the young individual (according to the skull), bones of minor de-
ceased, suppousedly of a girl appeared in it, together with clayware,
glass balzamarium. The burial was slightly damaged, we carried out
complete preparation works. In the nearest future Australian anthro-
pologists are arriving and we are planning to give them the skull for ex-
amination and to carry out DNA analysis. We are also planning to take
samples from other burials as well for analysis, in order to determine
genetic code of Armaziskhevi Pitiakhsh branch.

At present students work near bath, they clean the area, where sup-
posedly wine cellar should be, as one integral pitcher was identified
here. Explorations are carried out involving students of Archaeological
direction of TSU, Sokhumi and Technical universities. Researches have
multi-disciplinary character. Excavations are in progress.

Novelty

Antique Age hole-burial had not been discovered previously in Arma-
ziskhevi. One out of four graves was identified during ongoing excava-
tions. It contains interesting inventory (clayware, glass balzamarium).




One integral (empty) pitcher was recovered near bath, which indicates
on the existance of a wine cellar at this place. Works are in progress,
which aim at determination of the genetic code of Kartlian Armazisk-
hevi Pitiakhsh branch.

The number of visitors is increased since commencment of excava-
tions, which is the ground for raising tourist potential on this territory

of the country.

May 25, 2016 — Reportage of archaeologist Giorgi

Mindiashvili from Gudabertka settlement:

We are in 77 km from Thbilisi, on Gori municipality area (at 699,08 m
asl), on the hill of Gudabertka settlement.

Before Excavations

Gudabertka settlement is known even since 1956. It was discovered
by director of Gori Museum — Mr. Sergo Nadimashvili and he launched
archaelogical excavations. Excavations were carried out permanently
till 1990. The major part of the hill was excavated (80%). Unfortunatel-
ly, excavated archaeological structures were not recorded, accordingly
corresponding data are not available.

In 2002 | had an opportunity to carry out cleaning works here (or-
ganized by Archaeological Research Center); In 2005 we started exca-
vations on the place where previously Sergo Nadimashvili provided
works. At this place Early Bronze Age settlement was located. Circular
structure was excavated; two rectangular buildings were built on it.
Very interesting hearth of Kura-Araxes culture was identified, which is
restored and exposed in Gori Museum. Several periods of Early Bronze
Age can be observed on the settlement. Settlement layers are exca-
vated on the hill and at the foothill, which cover XlI-VII centuries BC,

i.e. Late Bronze-Early Iron Age period. 4construction periods of Early
Bronze Age are identified. Accordingly, the idea appeared about mak-
ing Gudabertka settlement as tourist facility bearing Museum-Preserve
character. For realization of this idea it is necessary to carry out exca-
vations. Excavations are financed by Natonal Agencyfor Protecton of
Cultural Heritage. We launched our works on May 4.

Excavations

Ongoing excavations revealed so-call early kurgan age pottery, that
means that people lived there even during this age. These are those
large kurgans, preceeding the marvellous culture of Theoph.

Our objective is to represent the monument from all sides and to rep-
ersent as far as possible well all identified periods on the hill, which is
very important to attract tourists. Accordingly, we selected the place
for excavations, which was damaged (it was damaged due to the en-
trenchemnt dug during 2008 war). We are going to divide the settle-
ment into stairs, to expose these stairs and roof the area, which of
course will be effective. But what is the most important it is necessary
to determine what is preserved here, how far the preserved materials
can be used. At present, fragments of clayware of the Late Bronze-Ear-
ly Iron Age can be visible on the settlement at the floor level. Suppous-
edly, therewas one building, which was in the process of destruction
and another building was built above it, during overbuilding another
structure, it is obvious they were levelling the place, in the result of
which the lower levels were damaged. Threfore it is difficult to repre-
sent preserved building fully .

There is the building being burnt. For us, arhcaeologists finding the
burnt building is the best option, as after fire the natural conservation
takes place (it means that nothing is taken away). We hope that re-
vealed plastering are the fragments of clay roofs, which were standing
on the piers and they fell and burnt down during the fire. There is an




oven here, which was used to bake a bread. As identified fragments
are common here, it proves that there should be as many buildings, as
the bakery-ovens.

Residential houses level is identified under Late Bronze-Early Iron Age
level. Layout of construction layers and hearths with shelves of Early
Bronze Age buildings are visible. It was possible to place pot or other
kitchen dishes on each shelf. Plastering is visible quite well. The struc-
tures here are of Late Bronze Age, they are quite cut inside, it is possi-
ble to save only part of it, that is already very interesting perspective.

Novelty

In the result of sample analyses, taken from Gudabertka settlemnt, it
became possible to determine the local climate, agricultural life, the
kind of wheat cultivated here, did they have vine? Whether the climate
change took place, that made them resettle and change the nature of
their agriculture. As far as there is so-called archaelogical interruption
in Georgia, i.e. Middle Bronze settlements are not proved in our coun-
try — middle age — between Early Bronze and Late Bronze is missed.
Tortla river flows hereby on the field, swamping and drying periods
can be identified in its precipice, so, some climate changes are well re-
vealed. After excavations all information should be gathered and ana-
lyzed in the light of climate changes. It is important to determine the
relation of early kurgans to this settlement. At present the fragment of
the hand of the clayware was identified, which is very close to the ma-
terial of early kurgans (XXVII-XXIV centuries) and is very vivid artifact.

June 25, 2016, - Reportage of the archaeologist Vakhtang Li-
cheli from Atskuri:

We are now on the territory of Atskuri Virgin Mary Church, at 930 m

asl. In terms of monument layout, Atskuri is intermediate.
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Before Excavations

After 2006 works were suspended in Atskuri. Fortunately, after start-
ing rehabilitation of the temple with the effort of National Agency for
Protection of Cultural Heritage, archaeological works, necessary to
prepare the monument for rehabilitation have been carried out. We
carried out works on external perimeter of the church, where several
dozens of Medieval centuries burials were identified (mainly of XII, XIlI,
XIV centuries). We fully examined them. In 2006 we excavated the bur-
ial, where very interesting object was found — golden pendant icon of
vitreous enamel. Nowadays it is kept in the Museum of Art, it belongs
to the beginning of XII-XIll centuries. So Atskuri interior examination
was finished at that time. Various period structures are preserved in
2/3 of it, which indicates at the fact that prior to construction of ca-
thedral, or before XlI century, this place was intensively inhabited, i.e.
pagan age Atskuri tradition took place. | mean that it was always ad-

ministrative and religious center and was preserved for centuries.

Excavations

The current year we started excavating the interior. We have been
working on the monument for 40 days. The interesting fact is that the
residential structures of Early Medieval centuries — VII-VIII, were iden-
tified, that proves that there should be a religious center as well near-
by. The smaller VII-VIII century church in the north of the cathedral had
been already examined by us, which was attached to the finely carved
gate (we threw the ground around for conservation). So one interesting
nuance was revealed: the gate, furnished with curves and pilasters,
which was previously identified by us, is the architectural masterpiece
indeed, and it does not correspond chronologically to the cathedral.
The question is raised: What was the aim of arranging this gate? A prio-
riitis supposed that there must have been some monumental building,
for which the gate had been made. Now we have already finished inte-




rior works and moved to the western yard of the cathedral. Excellent
church built with bricks, appeared here, and Asomtavruli inscription is
preserved on it. The inscription reads as follows: “Christ! have mercy
on George (it should be George) bishop the son of Mirian”. It is clear
that George is historical person. If the date of the inscription, proposed
by Mr. George Gagoshidze, is correct, and | agree with his opinion, then
we are dealing with IX century monument, which is consistent with the
environment from archaeological and stratigraphic point of view.Now |
understand why they made the gate, which means that it was assigned

for the monumental temple, which preceded the cathedral.

Novelty

Archaeological material of Late Antique Age was identified in the lay-
ers of interior, which were excavated. This proves that the narrative
about Andrew the Apostle came to Atskuri and saw the temple of Arte-
mis and Apollo, is close to the reality. Accordingly, soon we will find the
gate of monumental temple. After fully cleaning of the area, Atskuri
Virgin Mary Church will be marvelous complex of Georgian architec-
ture and one of the best pages of Medieval Georgian history will be
created.

July 25, 2016 - the reportage of the archaeologist Kiazo Pit-
skhelauri from Didnauri settlement:

We are at the elevation of 635 m asl, in the remote east part of Geor-
gia, on Shiraki upland. State border surrounds the upland from three
sides, only west part connects it to Georgia. Therefore many problems
are created, as it is almost totally separated from the outer world, i.e.
it is connected only with one alignment, borders around are closed,
accordingly it is a sort of deadlock.
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Before Excavations

At the end of the last century, aerial photos revealed large cities in
David Gareji desert on lori upland. Unfortunately, our society was not
much interested with these cities. Troa expedition was interested with
it, and when we brought Manfred Korfman (head of Troa expedition)
for the first time here, he was excited. Accordingly Troa expedition
commenced works on desert monuments. In 2006 Mr. Korfman died,
Troa expedition was transferred to Cincinati University and works were
suspended here. Then we observed area already via satellite imageries
and in the result of deciphering of these images we found the settle-
ment. This settlement was very well outlined on the image.

Since then | try to save the settlement and with the support of Na-
tional Agency for Protection of cultural Heritage at last | have reached
the goal. Firstly we started to work on the territory of the cemetery,
as the lands of the settlement belonged to private owners. Up to 50
burials appeared on the territory of the cemetery. (many of them are
damaged), they were dated as of 13 century AD, i.e., accordingly, the
town was dated as well, as the cemetery belonged to the settlement.

Excavations

The unique burial of the warrior have been revealed during current
excavations. As it seems a commander is buried here, as the head of
the deceased is furnished with a crown, a lot of jewelries were found in
the grave, as well as real sword, i.e. the imitation of a sword have been
often met by us, but here we were dealing with the real sword, which
was used for fighting. Accordingly, archaeologically it was determined
how was this sword worn (on a back and not on a waist). Foreign ori-
gin arrowhead was discovered in the abdomen of a deceased, he was
killed with this weapon. | think he was killed not by Caucasian, the ar-
rowhead might be of Asia Minor origin. After we correspond the finds

to the sources we will know who invaded us in 13 century.




| think that although the commander was killed in this war, but the
army gained victory, as the commander was buried immediately after
his death, bent pose of the deceased indicates at it. Exactly this history
is being restored at that moment. Ongoing excavations are interdis-
ciplinary, we examined soils, old canal places, palynological analyses
were carried out. Boston University students will be involved in exca-
vations in September of the next year. TSU students are engaged in
excavations.

Novelty

The city which has a 7-meter-wide wall is identified. | would like to
point out that the Great Wall of China is 6 meters and it is younger than
the settlement, which we excavated. Settlement belongs to XIII AD,
i.e.the city was built here at that time. We know from written sources
that the Kingdom of Colchis existed here, which is undoubtedly true,
but we have not seen the kingdom of Colchis. | think it is in Chorokhi
river valley, and Chorokhi River valley is on the territory of Turkey to-
day. This is the first time when at the end of the Il millennia such large
cities occurred in the desert, which undoubtedly implies the existence
of the state. Apparently, statehood started to exist in Colchis and in
east Georgia since the end of Il millennia. This conclusion will change
the date of the statehood of Georgia. This area is not considered to be
the area of Georgia, that is not actually the truth. Now, representation
of Dublin University will study 30 skulls (DNA with genetic analysis),
and then the truth will be determined. So we are now looking for ma-
terial for scientific conclusions. Now | can say that after lori upland
discoveries and specifically after this finding, the date of the statehood

can be determinedtentatively as Xlll century AD.
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Standpoint

Noah preserved academic knowledge of viticulture of Adam and
his generation through seven floods and firstly he established it in
Georgia. The wine mystery had been merged with the sacred name of
the country “Georgia” from the very beginning, accordingly, the wine
cellar (“marani”) is not only place for wine storage for Georgians, it
is also bottomless pit. Therefore Sulkhan-Saba-Orbeliani interpreted
the wine-cellar as wine house.

Among wine houses of Georgians Shio’s Marani or Shio’s Wine House
bears especially ritual meaning. ISU Professor, Director of the Center
for Cultural Resources, archaeologist Nika Tushabramishvili shares
his standpoint with readers of “Online Archaeology”. He is the author
of the project on archaeological surveys in “Shios Marani” caves and
its surroundings; He is also the head of archaeological expedition,
which investigates Shios Marani. Mr. Nikoloz Tushabramishvili high-
lights the necessity of archaeological examination of artificial caves,
located in the proximity of Shio Mgvime Monastery, in relation with
the tropology of underflows of “Shios Marani” mythical reality.

Artificial caves adjacent to Shio Mgvime Monastery (supposed part
of the monasterial complex) are situated in Ruispiri village, in Telavi
municipality, on the left bank of Turdo river, at different elevations be-
tween 10 to 50 m above the river level.

MYTH AND REALITY

“Shios Marani” (Shio’s wine cellar) is the embodiment of divine food,
heavenly grace. In the , Life” of Simon the Miraculous Halabian it is pre-
sented as complete, abundant food, the source appeared with prayers,
the oil, water and wine, overspilled from the chalice, it is the divine
food, originated from “itself”, which is the vivid obvious miracle. It is
not accessible for human hand, skill and power. Men are nourished
with divine food, but they cannot reduce it, it is filled with its own again.
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“Lens were given from vessels, wherein they stood and were giv-
en to people for eulogy, although nothing could reduce it”. [Garitte,
1957,26]. “The chalice was filled with water and it was given to people,
each individual took water from it”.

JVictuals, brought by us at the begining of our journey, we have been
having it for twelve month, as we take and eat it, but it remains of the
same amount, it is not reduced”. [Garitte 1957: 34].

,People who stood there, brought their vessels and filled them, but
the amount was not reduced and was full again.” [Garitte, 1957: 17].
God-given food is full and unexhausted, and it vividly revitalizes the
Savior’s miracle during the wedding in Cana, when he multiplied fish
and bread. Also the miracle is worked in the result of the saint’s prayer,
when people were given food, sufficient for everybody. This is the old-
est motif, vivifying in the narrative of fairy tales, - a feast, always full
due to the magic force, victuals, appeared out of nowhere, unexhaust-
ed wine and sweets....The character of a fairy tale is endowed with
unearthly food and generously gives it to others.

The essence of the “magic feast” is universal. We meet it in Georgian
folklore, Grimm’s fairy tales, “One Thousand One Nights” or “The
Kallewala”. Common motive is the existence of magic objects - pots,
spoons, cups. ... For example: The pot is boiling a porridge and it fills
the house, streets and the whole city....

The “life” of shio Mgvimeli became the subject of folk narrative exact-
ly due to the vitality of the divine food and figurative expression - “Shi-
os Marani” (Shio’s Wine-Cellar), according to folk perception, means
unexhausted supply of food and drink, divine grace and abundance.
According to the explanation of T. Sakhokia: “Shio’s wine cellar is the
wealth unexhausted, abundance and fullness”.

In VI century thirteen Assyrian fathers with the leadership of loane Ze-
dazneli, arrived from Mesopotamia to Georgia to strengthen Christian-
ity in the country. One of the thirteen fathers, St. Shio, constructed the
monastery in the cave, upward from Mtskheta, opposite of the current
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Dzegvi, on the left side of Mtkvari. Later it was named after him — as
Shio Mgvimeli or Shio Mgvime Monastery. Shio even had a wine cellar
in the monastery and he hosted pilgrims with this wine. According to
the legend, pitchers were filled with wine again. So the saying “Shios
Marani” or Shio’s cellar is used to express fullness, efficiency, abun-
dance. [Sakhokia 1979: 763].

“Shios marani” is established tropology used in the texts of standing a
toast, in New Year or Christmas praising speeches:

“May God enrich you as Shio’s wine cellar. May God give you much
bread and wine and many other mercy too. “... [Poetry 59].

“Shios marani” is a clear example of how Christian icon is preserved
in Georgian folk life and speech, in faith-suppositions and how it main-
tains the vitality through centuries. .

It should be noted that the Georgian word “marani” - wine cellar
(Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani), in a generalized meaning is the place for
storage bread and wine. This place is sacred and divine for Georgians.
This is reflected in ethnographic reality, the traditional way of life. If
the church was far away, or unfavorable weather was a hindrance for
wedding, people held a wedding feast in wine cellar. We must assume
that according to beliefs of Georgians, the cellar is the place for keep-
ing the sacred Flesh and Blood of Christ - bread and wine. Thus, it bears
the deep symbolic meaning and is expressed in various ways:

,Wine is in the rubby cellar, resembling to the braid, the poplar tree
is grown inside, with branches like daffodils, the nightengale sits on it,
the peregrine removes the wing.”....I picked up violets”.. [1979: 61].

“Shios Marani” is often used in folk blessings - toasts as the symbol of
abundance, prosperity, wealth:

“May God give you longevity like Shio’s cellar”.

»House! may God enrich you as Shio’s cellar”

Using the expression “Shios marani” in toasts and blessings is ex-
plained with the wish of getting God’s grace in return to the generosity
of the host. In one of Kakhetian toast people wish to the generous host
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that he would never suffer with the lack of wine and that he would al-
ways enjoy with plentiful wine:

“May you peacefully accomplish works firstly in cornfloor, than the
vintage, let the red wine fill your three load-pack pitchers; Enjoy
drinking of wine and | wish you that it will always be full again.”

Shio Mgvimeli (Shio cave-man) commemoration day is the Shrovetide
Lent Thursday. In folk life they called this day as “Shio’s holiday”(“Shioo-
bis Ukme”). “On this day, people bless the feast for the name of Shio”, G.
Tsotsanidze writes, “the hostess baked Machkats (pancakes), prepared
Khavitsi (a butter, flour and sugar confection), boiled butter, removed
from Khavitsi was burnt in the fire and the prayer was spoken.” “Shio,
worker, Shio, toiler, may your burnt bones be treated with oil! Bless us
with cross! Give us plenty of milked and churned and tillage products

Families were nourished with Machkats that morning. During the feast
people used to say the commemorative toast of Shio. Shio was a very
hard-working man, he was burnt in the fire. There was a belief among
the people that Shio’s soul inhabites somewhere in the cabin, and
comes out on that day and lies in the sun. His burnt bones hurt. Boiled

butter from Machkats, baked for his name, comes out and grease his
bones, giving him the relief.” [Sunny ... 2003: 102].

Sergi Makalatia denotes prosperity by mentioning Shio in his essay
“Rachvelians’ Faith”: “Rachvelians, who live in the mountains pray
for the prosperity of their families before St. Shio and they hold the
holiday — “Shiooba” (a holiday commemorating St. Shio). On the day
of Shrovetide Lent Thursday, the eldest of the family takes two eggs
and two pones and pleads to St. George prosperity for his family. After
prayer he puts eggs and pones in an open cupboard (“armani”). He
puts a glass of wine on the trough, he believes that when Shio passes
by, the tail of his whip will get in the wine and it will bring prosperity to
his family. If Shio finds an empty glass, it is believed that he will curse
the family.” [Sunny ... 2003: 404].

Mokhevians believe that it is necessary to work during Shrovetide at
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Shiooba holiday, they say that Shio liked to work, and despite of an old
age he will work hard. People bake pone, light a candle and pray to
St.Shio for the prosperity of their families.” [Sunny ... 2003: 187].

It can be stated that Shiooba holiday is the commemoration day of St
Shio Mgvimeli. Greasing the bones should be related to folk beliefs,
about which Mose Janashvili tells us: bones of Shio Mgvimeli pos-
sessed a miraculous force. On Shrovetide Thursday they came up from
the ground and had the healing power. Then Persians took away the
bones. In the result they suffered a crop failure, hunger and misery.
They blamed the saint’s bones in all their tragedy and returned them
to Georgia. Greasing of bones should be related to these perceptions,
in which a pagan ritual is clearly visible. It is known that a bone has the
power of the resurrection: People put eaten animal’s bones there and
it would jumped up alive. Greasing the bones of a man, a saint is the
bestower of grace and can spread the divine power. This conception
was related to the Christian saint’s bones.

Marani (Cellar) is the word used in the region before Christianity. It has
Aramaic origin; “Mar” — means ploughing tool and is established in every
language, i.e. it belongs to the period of agriculture, fertility cult worship.
The fact that the “marani” is before-Christianity word, is proved by a
pattern of ancient ceramics — a type of a cup - “Georgian Wine Cellar”.
Thus, the trace of the Assyrian-Antiochian theological tropology is very
deep in the “lives” of Assyrian Fathers and in folk believes, in everyday
reality. “Shios marani” is the clear evidence of it.

ASSYRIAN FATHERS
VI CENTURY

Saint Assyrian fathers, 13 Assyrian fathers, 13 Syrian religious figures;
Syrian fathers arrived to our country in VI century from Syria (Messo-
potamia). Their names are linked with establishing-strengthening of
monastic life and its organization, supporting of the fight of Georgian
church against heathenism, intensive missionary activity, establish-
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ment of the strong cultural hearths, development of original hymnog-
raphy, spreading the grace of hermitages and initiation of the ascetic
movement in Georgia.

Works of Assyrian fathers greatly contributed to the development of
Christian culture in Georgia. They brought knowledge from Assyria
about Holy Mandylion of the Savor (icon-not-made-by hand) and in-
itiated the great tradition of frescoes and church iconography. David
Gareji, Martkopi, Shio Mgvime, Alaverdi, Nekresi, Tsilkani, Samtavisi
and Zedazeni sacred churches — uncomparable architectural master-
pieces of Georgia, are still standing for immortalization of their names.
According to the Medieval written and oral tradition, St. loane Ze-
dazneli and his twelve disciples arrived from Syria. There are two differ-
ent lists of Syrian fathers from ancient times. The number of religious
figures, included in the lists is more than thirteen: loane Zedazneli/
John of Zedazeni; Davit Garejeli/David of Gareja; Shio Mgvimeli/Shio
of Mgvime; Abibos Nekreseli/Abibos of Nekresi; loseb Alaverdeli/lo-
seph of Alaverdi; Anton Martkopeli/Anton of Martkopi; Tadeoz (Tata)
Stepantsmindeli/Thaddeus of Stepantsminda; Piros Breteli/Pyrrhus of
Breti; lese Tsilkneli/Jesse of Tsilkani; Isidore Samtavneli/Isidor of Samta-
visi; Mikael Ulumboeli/Michael of Ulumbo; Zenon lkaltoeli/Zenon of
Ikalto; Stepane Qizikeli/Stephen of Qiziki; Elia Deacon; Theodosios, Pi-
men, Nathan, and Lukiane Dadodi, known as the disciples of St. David
Garejeli, were also arrived from Syria. (Z. Aleksidze).

According to Sinai edition, 13 Assyrian fathers with the leadership of
loane Zedazneli, arrived from Urha (Edessa). In addition, the names of
the fathers are also changed, for example, Ezderioz Samtavneli, Thev-
dosios Mrekheli.

There are different opinions in scientific circles about the number, na-
tionality of Assyrian fathers, as well as time and aim of their arrival to
Georgia. According to one of the opinions, St. loane Zedazneli and his
disciples came to Georgia in 501. There is another option, according to
which they arrived at different times of VI century and only after that
they joined each other.
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Were Syrian fathers Georgians by nationality? There are variaty of
opinions around this issue. D. Chubinishvili, M. Janashvili, D. Bakradze,
Sh. Nutsubidze, K.Kekelidze, L. Menabde, V. Goiladze think that reli-
gious figures came from Syria should be Georgians. R. Tvaradze also
shared this opinion. S. Kakabadze admited that some of them could be
Georgians, but according to Iv. Javajkhishvili, it is groundless hypothesis
to state that Assyrian fathers were Georgians, and Bishop A. Japaridze
and D. Merkviladze express their doubts that they were Georgians.
The contribution of St. loane Zedazneli (commemoration day on 7(20)
May) is distinguished in establishment of monastic life in Georgia, in
strengthening fight of Georgian church against idolatry, in introduc-
tion of hermitage institution and in general, in development of Geor-
gian culture.

In the 10th century, during the time of Catholicos Clement (908-923),
a church in honour of St. John the Baptist was built. The holy father’s
grave is located near the altar of this church.

The history of Kashueti church in Thilisi and Mama Daviti on Mtats-
minda is directly linked with the name of St. Davit Gareji (memory day
on the next Wednesday after Ascension day).

Christians decided to build a church after Father Davit near his cell.
So small church “Mama Daviti” was built. In X century, it was named
Mtatsminda in honour of Athene Holy mountain monastery.

MamabDaviti church was under the ruling of Sioni Cathedral. St David’s
icon was also kept here; they used to move it from Sioni to Mtatsmin-
da on Wednesday after Ascension Day, where people could came to it
during the day. In XVI century David and Nikoloz Gabashvilis built Virgin
Mary Church on Mtatsminda. This church stood for 200 years. In 1809
it was destroyed and new Transfiguration church was built in 1810 with
blessing of Catholicos Anton Il. In 1871 Exarch Evsevi consecrated the
new church after Father Davit, which at first was without dome, and in
1877 the dome was arranged on it. Today, on Mount Mtatsminda large
MamabDaviti church and small Transfiguration church stand side by side.
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Davit Gareji Monastery complex is located in 60 km to the south-east
from Thilisi, between the rivers Mtkvari and lori. Monastery complex
started to flourish in XI-Xlll centuries. During this period, due to the
unification of Georgia, the monastery complex was drawn closer to
the court. The Mongols’ invasion significantly slowed down the devel-
opment of the monastery life.

St. Shio Mghvimeli, Worthy Shio (memory day on Shrovetide Thursday
and on May 9 (22)), was from Antioch. His pious parents gave good
education to their only son. Twenty year-old Shio secretly went from
home to visit St. loane, who gladly accepted him, blessed him and
advised to return home in order to take permission from his parents.
Time passed, Shio’s parents started to work in the monastery. Shio sold
the house, freed slave-servants and went to Father loane, who gladly
received him and made him the monk. After that Shio came to Georgia
with loane Zedazneli.

St. Shio Mgvimeli is the author of ascetic-mystical collection “Preach-
ing”’, which could not reach to these days. However, two “Okhita”, ser-
vice (liturgy) and the dawn prayer in Georgian practice, dedicated to
Virgin Mary and the Trinity are preserved in manuscripts and stories.
The dawn of Georgian hymnography is connected to Saint Shio.

Thus, as it is mentioned above, “Shios marani” became figurative ex-
pression and means unexhausted, abundant subsistence. Expression
— “May God enrich you as Shio’s wine cellar” is established in blessing
texts and toasts. According to T. Sakhokia, “Shios marani” is used to
express wealth, richness, prosperity. The miracle, according to which
the reduced wine in the cellar is filled and increased with its own, is
also connected with Shio Mgvimeli. This miracle comes from the life of
Simeon Stylites (the Elder).

The Holy Martyr Abibos of Nekresi (memory day on May 7(20)) is the
only martyr among Saint Assyrian Fathers. He was brought to marzban
(Persian viceroy) in Thilisi. St. Abibos ashamed Persians’ false faith with
the phrase: “I did not kill “God”, | poured water on it”, when St. Abibos
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poured water on their altar of sacrifice to extinguish the “holy fire. "He
addressed to marzban: - “If it is God, how water could overpowered
it.” ”I am surprised with your foolishness. How can you call it a God?!
” With the order of marzban, the enraged Persians beat him cruelly,
then stoned him to death. The holy relics of Martyr Abibos remained
for three days under the open sky. But neither beast nor bird touched
them. The holy relics of martyred bishop of Nekresi were buried with
honor.

St. Ise of Tsilkani was deacon one of Assyrian Fathers, the disciple of
loane Zedazneli. He came from Antioch in the middle of VI century.
He lived in Zedazeni monastery, and then ruled the bishop’s throne in
Tsilkani. The holy father converted the northern mountain region pop-
ulation to Christianity, where pagan idol temples were destroyed and
churches were built. He is buried in Tsilkani church.

Wide-range of hagiographic literature is created about Assyrian Fa-
thers.

In the valleys of Kakhetian rivers there are many well-preserved artifi-
cial caves. They are cut in historical epochs, mainly at high elevations.
Due to exactly this complex location (unaccessible rocks and river
banks) the majority of them is unexamined. One of such complexes is
artificial caves in the vicinity of Shio Mgvimeli Monastery. They should
be the consistent part of the monastery ensemble. The monastery
and monastic life is rooted from very early period in Kakheti region,
which is proved by Davit Gareji, Shuamta, lkalto, Nekresi and other
monastery complexes. The earliest from listed comlexes are dated as
VI century, but there is quite argumented opinion about existence of
grounds even earlier, in IV-V centuries for establishment of listed and
other places of Christian ascetism.

Archaeological expedition (head of the expedition N. Tushabramish-
vili) was interested with caves as well and expended the study area.
In the result, in 2011, monastery complexes, cut in the rock were
identified in Chiatura and their fundamental examination has been
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launched. Several caves of St. Shio monastery were explored too.
Publications are available on this subject.

In June-July of 2014 explorations and surveys were renewed on mon-
astery area and in cave complex.

Archeologists (Anna Dularidze, Tamuna Meladze (climbers and ar-
chaeologists), Bachana Gabekhadze (archaeologist), llia Berulava,
Tamaz Sharashenidze, Dato Khutsishvili, Zaza Tavadze (from Fereidan,
Iran) (Alpinists) came down in 32 caves using alpinist equipment and
with the help of mountaineers and climbers.

In the result of exploration, the function, structure, approximate
date of the caves was preliminarily determined. Geologically, cave
complex is revealed in molasses (unity of marine rocks, which is gen-
erally thick complex of conglomerates, sandstones, siltstone, clay,
sometimes limestone and marls).

Rock structure led to the collapse of a large part of the caves for cen-
turies. Unfortunately, it is impossible to restore them to their original
state or to provide reinforcement (due to lack of the necessary meth-
odology). Therefore, it is required to measure all of them, fix and thus
keep information for future generation.

It turned out that the caves belong to the early Medieval (from the
6-7th cc) monastery complex, cut in the rocks. There are, as usual,
niches, niche-altars, cells, pitchers (for water and wine storage) etc.
During exploration, fragments of various kind of vessels and pottery
were identified in the cave. The major part of the cave is damaged
with rocks, collapsed from the ceiling; floor, as well as pitchers, tombs
and others are covered and filled with these ruins.

Taking into consideration aforementioned, we think that it is neces-
sary to clean and carry out archaeological examination of one or two
still preserved caves.

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Martkopi

In 1978 the joint expedition of Tbilisi State University
and the State Museum of Georgia moved from Meskheti
to lori Plateau. It turned out that Samgori and Martkopi
environs were extensively used in the period of barrow
culture. As a result of excavations Prof. Otar Japaridze
defined the culture, which in scientific circulation entered
under the name Martkopi Culture and established a new
stage of Martkopi period in Georgian archaeology.

An arcaeologist Alexandre Orjonikidze speaks about the
landmark of barrows.

In the south Caucasus, in particular, in eastern Georgia, after thousands of
years domination of Kura-Araxes culture, a new early Barrow culture was
spread, which is characterizes by individual burial grounds (different burial
rules). Thus, drastic changes in the culture and, in general, in the nature of
life cannot be explained by the processed in the life of society. It seems that
this process was influenced by external factors. In Ill millennium BC north
Caucasus gradually intensified cattle tribes, which are associated with the
appearance and establishment of the barrow type burial grounds.

In these early barrows two chronologically and culturally different groups
can be distinguished: Early Martkopi and later — Bedeni. However, the dis-
covery of materials charactarizing for these two groups, together indicates
that they existed simultaneously. If Martkopoi ceramics has remained pre
Kura-Araxes signs, on Bedeni pottery local leaders are less visible.

Early barrows included almost all east Georgia, its mount and plain. Inter-
esting barrows were excavated near Thilisi, at Martkopi, where Martkopi
and Bedeni burial grounds were discovered.

According to the embankment Martkopi barrows are different from each




other- they are made of ground from the top, and stone in the bottom. The
diameter of some barrows are more than 100 meters, height — 12 meters.

Burial chambers on the ground, in the central part of the barrow, was placed
under the mound. The burial chamber of one of the barrows was built in
stone tiles, in other barrows the chambers were made of logs, some of them
were two buildings, built with oak logs, embedded in each other The space
between them was filled with big stones. On the floor of the chamber there
were stone tiles. In the central part several dead people were buried. Grave
inventory consisted of pottery, cornelian and paste beads, nacre pendant.
There were lots of pendants made from animal teeth. Here also were found
silver and gold beads and pendants, bronze tools- axes, daggers, chisels and
etc.

Bedeni group barrows excavated near Martkopi were somewhat different.
In one barrow, under the embankment a rectangular hole was found, in
which a building constructed with vertically erected logs and covered with
wood logs was put, it had log floor. There were two dead people buried. A
wooden cart was put in the burial ground. In this barrow, was also found
a burial ground with black, glossy vessels, bronze arrowhead, ‘Standarte”
and gold temple pendants. Barrow grave accessories were: socket-eared
axe,chennelled chisels, bronze “standarte”, awl, arrowheads, gold temple
pendants, cornelian, agate and bronze beads and black, glossy pottery dec-
orated with finely scratched ornament.

Barrows found in Martkopi, with their structure and grave inventory, re-
veals similarity with the simultaneous barrows in east Georgia and its sur-
rounding areas. It is likely, that this time some ethnic mass from the north,
probably Indo-European tribes were dislocating. It is conceivable that In-
do-European elements observed in Kartvelian languages are the reflection
of this. About the existance of Nordic influence indicate Transcaucasian
antropological materials of that period.

Konstantine Pitskhelauri

Tcheremi _ town in middle centuries in eastern Georgia. It is located
in historic Hereti, to the west of village Tcheremi (Gurjaani municipal-
ity) in 5 kms.

Town was found in V century by Vakhtang Gorgasali (Vakhtag Gorga-
sali established Tcheremi Episcopal). Tcheremi was one of the main
castles in political integration processed with Kartli of western part of
Albania. At the end of V century, after attacks of Iran, Tcheremi weak-
ened more. It remained just the status of religious centre (until XVIII
century). In 1757 King Teimuraz Il after attacks of Daghestanian Feu-
dal lords divided destroyed Tcheremi (lands of Tcheremi Episcopal
Eparchy ) to Alaverdi, Bodbe and Ninotsminda Episcopals. In Tcher-
emi and territory nearby it very important archaeological monument
was found (Archaeological monnuments of Tcheremi)

Tcheremi is mentioned in following written sources: “Life of Vakhtang
Gorgasali” by of Djuansheri ( Life of Kartli 1: 199,2,15; 201,1), “Descrip-
tion of Kartli Kindgom” by (Life of Kartli 4: 114,2,8; 545,23; 546,5,7),
Historic documents of XVII-XVIII Century (Monuments of Georgian
Legislation 1965: 410; 1970: 929; 1972: 96-97; materials of Georgian
history and Georgaphy 1964: 266; Chronicles 1892: 255), “Description
of Kartli and Kakheti” by loane Bagrationi (Bagrationi 1986: 69).

Vakhushti Bagrationi tells us about Tcheremi: “From western part of
Alazani river there is Tcheremi water, which comes from Tsivi mountain
and until Tcheremi between north western and east nothern parts. On
this river, to the west part of Alazani, upon the field, there is Velistsikhe
and Atsqumi. On the same water, there is Tcheremi between Tsivi and
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Heret Mountain; it was a town were Vakhtang Gorgasali built a huge
church and strong city, and appionted bishop, in the Kakheti: (life of
Kartli546,5,7 ,545,23 :4)

In 1880 D. Purtseladze and Fr. Bayern made small archaeological exca-
vations and observations on the territory of Tcheremi. Here they fount
4 Cemeteries — 2 Christian and 2 paganist. On the Paganist cemetery 2
collective burial grounds were excavated. Accroding to discovered ma-
terials, these burials should be of early middle centuries. From 1979 in
village of Tcheremi and its nearby areas archaeological research group
worked on Kakheti expedition (head. Konstantine (Kiazo) Pitskhelauri)

On the territory of Village Tcheremi, during buidling of the school,
Cemetery of 1lI-VII centuries was found and excavated. The excep-
tion is stone tile covered 4 hole type burial grounds. In burial grounds
of llI-IV centuries there are huge amount of inventory: Clay vessels,
iron bended or straight knives; there are many jewellery too. In all of
the burial grounds rings have been found. There are some rings with
ship, ships are Roman. Bracelets found in the burial grounds are of
two tyoe: closed or open headed. Earrings were also found (a little less
amount). There also are some special kind of earings. Huge amount of
cone formed, simple and manufactured small bells, as well ass beads.
From the things related to clothes it is important to mention: silver and
iron one part and two part studs, there are few spread studs. Money
of Augustus and Gotarzes have also been found in the burial grounds:
there is money which looks like Augustus (one). In burial grounds of
IV and IV-V centuries there are less and less inventory. It is obivious,
that ceramic is no more the inevitable part of the burial ground. There
are very few spread stubs and stubs made from just one material. The
amount of the beads lessens. There are also earrings, bracelets, Spread
studs and rings, that were not fount in Ill-IV Century burial grounds. In
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the burial grounds of V-VI cnetury inventory lessens more and more.
In burial grounds of VI-VII century the type of inventory alters. Brace-
lets are different. There are bracelets with thin axis and flat axis, with
open endings. Bracelets with tetrahedral axis and flattened, open end-
ings; bracelets with tetrahedral axis, the axis of with narrows, rounds,
closes and ends with cone heads to the endings. New types of fasten-
ers appear - with different forms and materials (amber, pearl, glass and
etc.) heads. As well as, from one materials - bronze fasteners. Spread
fasteners are altered as well, they are more pointed, with whole cases.
Clusters are various too - one fractioned, with rectangular belt frames.
Rings change shapes too - there are sasanian type of rings. Their axis.
On the open rings of the earrings there two hangers made of beads;
two fractioned temple rings. In burial ground of V-VI century discov-
ered jewelry is very few. Materials of the cemetery are preserved in
Tcheremi Museum and Tcheremi archaeological expedition base. (Ma-
miashvili, Javakhishvili 1984: 77-107; Mamiashvili 1984: 33-36)

Except for cemetery, on the territory of the village St. Marine Charch
of IV-V centuries which is hall typed was also excavated. Written sourc-
es show that, the city built by Vakhtang Gorgasali, Tcheremi was lo-
cated in between the cathedral temple of St. Nikoloz and Tsverodab-
ali Church (of St. George) (Chubinashvili 1959: 190; Tchilahsvili 1970:
47 ). Arhaological expedition of Kakheti did not show the existenece
of the abandoned settlement here, still many important monuments
were found - abandoned settlemen of early Bronze Age, abandoned
settlement of late Bronze Age, Cemetery, abandoned villages of middle
centuries and etc.

On the western side of the village, in 5 km distance hill Citadel of city of
Tcheremi was excavated (10 hectare). Archaeologists studies temples,
castle, agricultural yard. Front of the castle of St. Barbare church and
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Cathedral temple was cleaned and restored. Citadel fence was found,
as well as southern gates of the city, tiled road and etc.

The hill on the western side ends with rocky cape, where the castle
stands. In this big building (300 sg. m) from south to north 6 rooms,
2 hallways and tower are placed. On the western part of the hill,
church of St. George stand (Tsverodabal church). Between the tower
and Tsverodabali church complex of castle was excavated. The castle
(30,50X15,70 m) is placed from east to west. Three halls were exca-
vated. Each of them had doors from the southern part. From northern
part halls are bordered with unnouwn assignment storages. Temple
and halls and castle walls are built as duplex, with huge sized stones.
The space between them is filled with thin stones and lime. The width
of the walls is 1.5 m. both of the buildings were roofed with flat and
striae painted with red claylike substance.

In the east part of the church of the St. George, up o the Tcheremis
Tskali there is fence. Two layered fence is located on the southern part
of the hill, along the river Tcheremistskali; Nearby gates and roadway,
which heads toward to Chailuri. As a result of archaeological excava-
tions, it was estimated that the city was built on the northern part of
the Citadel and north-west. During excavations of the citadel building
archaeological materials have been discovered - glass (spotted glass
vessels, footed drinking vessels and ointment vessels) and clay ves-
sels, with wave like ornamets pinkish and straw- coloured clay jugs;
clay pitchers - the most of the pitchers surfaces are covered with line;
some of them have wave like belts and etc. ceramic for building (burnt
in red, covered with red clay) and historic sources of the date of the cit-
adel, shows that these materials were of the second half of V century.
All of these materials are preserved in Tcheremi museum.

On the hill of Tsverodabali, where in the second half of the V century
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the citadel was built cultural layers of later Bronze Age, early Iron Age,
late Antique, early middle centuries, developed and late middle centu-

ries are found (Mamaiashvili 1987:93-95; 1995: 115-117; 1987: 22-25)

The church of Tsverodabali (St. George) is built by Shirimi stone. From
the southern, western and northern sides it is surrounded by fence.
(church 10,27X3,74; the width of the fence is 2,40 m). The apse is half
circled, and arch is horseshoe shaped. Nearby the alter with passing
through door church is connected to storage , in the southern wall
there is deep alcove. Horseshoe shaped upper part is shown in window
in the the apse and western and southern entrance of the church. In
the eastern part of the fence there is half circled apse and in the south-
ern wall there are 3 entrances, which are connected to each other with
arches. Fences are damaged, and they are of the age of the church
(Chubinashvili 1959: 199-190).

Church of St. Barbare is located in Tcheremi Citadel, on the hill of the
Tsverdabali sinciput. Church is included in the castle complex. It is pos-
sible, that it is hall church of Kari and is dated to third of the V century
(Chubinashvili 1998: 53-54). Nowadays the church is restored.

In the village on the bank of river Tcheremistskali on the high bank
there stands episcopes temple, castle and square building with cupola
which is fenced.

Episcopacy temple (St. Nikoloz Church) is located in the center of
village Tcheremi. It is basillica with 3 churches, the central church of
which has horseshoe shaped apse with five facets from the eastern
part. Northern and southern churches at the eastern part end with half
circle apses. Middle church is lined with Shirimi stone, and northern
and southern churches ar built with shelf stones. According to decorat-
ing forms, G. ChubinaShvili dates this church to X- Xl century and reck-
oned, that it has been buit on theplace of elder temple, the initial form
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of which is reckoned three boated basilica, and apse with five facets.
(Chubinashvili 1959: 190-193)

L. Meliset-begi read the incription on the stone of the bottom of the
facade of the southern part of the church as follows: “Catholicon Mel-
kisedek” and thought that it was regarded to catholicon Meliksedek
of Xl century (Melikset-begi 1920). T. Barnaveli read the same incrip-
tion as follows: “ this burial of Melkisedek”. According to paleography
incription Melkisedeki should not be Catholicon Melkisedek | (1010 -
1033) (Barnaveli 1962: 140).

Square shaped structure with cupola stood on the territory of the
todays village, inside the cathedral fence, a little bit further from the
temple. It was collapsed in 1924 during antireligious movement. This
was shelf stone built, cupola building with open arhces on the 4 sides,
the bottom underground floor was for keeping bones. According to G.
Chubinashvili, this structure is the oldest christian monument in Geor-
gia (Chubinashvili 1959: 208)

On the eastern part of village of Tcheremi, church of St. David is locat-
ed on the cemetery. Three churched basilica is dated back to end of V
century and beginning of VI century. (Chubinashvili 1988: 65). There
are remains of the middle church wirh horseshoe shaped apse.

The excavations showed that, Tcheremi consists of two cities of differ-
ent period, one of Il half of the Ill century established on the basis of
economics, important destination of the road from the east (its main
region covers the territory of today’s village ), the second one is castle
city, strategic destination, the founder of which, according to historic
sources is Vakhtang Gorgasali and it is located in the western part of
the today’s village, in 4-5 kilometres, on the hill of Tsverodabali.
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Morphological Analysis of
VIi-lll C.C. B.C. Kvemo Kartli
graveyards

The goal of my presentation is morphological analysis of 6th —3rd cc
B.C. Kvemo Kartli graveyards. 9 presented graves include two chrono-
logical groups: 1. Achaemenid Period VI-IV cc BCand 2. Early Hellinistic
period IV-IIl cc BC. The first chronological group includes the following
graveyards: Foladauri, Samachveti, Beshtasheni, Kumisi, Axalsofeli and
Manglisi, while the second chronological group includes: Shavsaydara,
Papigora and Abulmugi. These cemeteries itself contains 286 graves;
out of that 105 ones belong to Achaemenid period, while the other
181 are from early Hellenistic period. Burial inventory contains ceram-
ics, weapons and jewelry. The most burials are in stone boxes, rarely,
they are under grave in pithos. The deceased ones are buried in a
cramped position

Presented graveyards are located in the following territories: Algeti
Gorge, Trialeti and Dmanisi. Algeti Gorge contains two grave yards:
Shavsaydara and Papigora, which are similar to each other due to sim-
ilar inventories and date (Hellenistic period).

Archeological study in Algeti Gorge started in 1923. Papigora grave-
yard is located in the region of Tetritskaro . 79 cemeteries were dis-
covered there, since 15 has been damaged, only the remaining 64 has
been investigated. There are the following burial types at the graves:
stone boxes, roofed pits and graves in pithos. In total, 50 stone boxes
were found. In all three types of burials, similar burial rites were de-
tected. The only exception is N44, where two deceased persons are
buried; all the rest graves are individual. The deceased are buried on




the right or left sides with folded arms and legs. From the 57 burials
position of the deceased were detected, 21 were directed from north
to south (N 1,3,6,8,10-12,15-19,42,47,52,66-69,72), 18 from north-
east to south-west (N4,7,9,33,37-39,43-45,48-49,51,57,61,73-74,76),
12 from north-east to south-west (N14,21-23,25-26,28-32,34,36), and
5 burials from west to east (N2,5,35,41,70).

Burial inventory structures are similar, as a rule, and contain 1-2 earth-
enware, bronze or iron bracelets, temple ring, bronze coil, fibulas and
different types of beads. Weapons are very rare; we only discovered a
spear-head. As for the date, Papigora cemeteries are dated to IV-IIl cc
BC.

As | mentioned, burial inventory contains ceramic wares, weapons
and jewelry. There are 75 ceramic wares from 43 cemeteries which is
12% of the entire inventory. 17 weapons were discovered in 11 burials
which represents 3% and 503 units of jewelry were discovered in 47
burials which represents 82% out of total number of graves
Shavsakdara | Burial was discovered in 1949 by G. Lomtatidze. 97
cemeteries were dug on this site, 8 of them were damaged. Here, just
as in Papigora, there are three types of graves: stone box, roofed pit
and grave in pithos. There are 70 stone boxes (N 1-2,4-6,8,10-15,17-
18,23,26-27,32,35,38-47,49-51,515,52,54-60,62-82,85,87-91,95), 160
roofed pits (pit N 9,16,19-21,24-25,28-31,34,36,605,83-84) and a grave
in pithos (N92) which was directed from south-west to north-east, with
a man lying on the right side, with folded arms and legs.

Shavsaydara graveyard has the same burial rite, graves are individual
and the deceased lie on the right or left sides with folded arms and
legs. Two stone boxes are exceptions: in N46 three skulls were dis-
covered and in N32 two skeletons were discovered, one buried in the
chamber and the other buried on the roof of cemetery.
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Nothing extraordinary is observed in the corpse direction at the buri-
als. The most burials (45) are directed from north-east to south-west
(N1,10,12-14, 18-19, 21, 25, 28, 38, 40-47, 49-51,515, 55-56, 59-60,
605, 61-66, 69, 72,74, 77-79, 81,88-89, 95); 17 are directed from north
to south (N 2,5-6,9,17,30,36,52,54,57-58,71,73,76,82,90); 9 from east
to west (N 4,8,23,27,32,34-35,86,91); and 9 are directed from north-
west to south-east (N 11,16,26,29,67-68,70,80,87). direction of 5
graves is unknown.

As a rule, the inventory consists from 1 to 3 ceramic wares, bronze
or iron bracelets, bronze or silver temple rings, bronze rings, earrings,
fibulas, chains, rattles, earwigs, different types of beads, iron spear-
heads, lance heads, axes and arrowheads.

Territory of Trialeti includes the following necropolis: Santa, Kuschi,
Samachvleti and Beshtansheni, all of them, except Kushchi are from
Achaemenid period.

Samachvetinecropolisislocatedintheregion of Tetritskaro. N.Berdzen-
ishvili started archeological excavations in 1948-49. 15 graves were dug
at this site, all of them were from Achaemenidian period. All cemeter-
ies are small stone boxes where the skeletons lie on the right or left
sides with folded arms and legs. 100 inventory units were discovered at
this cemetery. 16 units (16%) were ceramic, 9 units (9%) weapons, 70
units (70%) were jewelry and 5 units (5%) were various different items.
In terms of jewelry, most cemeteries had bracelets while in terms of
ceramics, the most had pitcher

Territory of Dmanisi consists from the following sites: Foladauri Gorge
and Abulmugi.

Abulmugi necropolis is located in the region of Dmanisi. There are
excavated 27 burials and discovered 501 artefacts in that burials,.
The following items are discovered in the burial inventory: ceramics,
weapons and jewelries. 25 Burial are stone boxes from 27 tombs, and




two are roofed pits. The direction of burials N from 1 —to 26 was direct-
ed from NW to SO and the direction of burials N27 was directed from

NO to SW. At Abulmugi cemetery is presented only inhumation burial
method. In the rest of the burials, the main deceased was buried with
folded arms and legs, on the right side. This type of positioning at the
burial is related to cultural believes and religion, as well as, the envi-
ronment. These burials are directed opposite side of Abulgumi Gorge,
facing the side of the sun set, with their backs towards the side of the
sun rise. Sun position and the landscape are thought to be the de-
termining factors of the NW-SO corpse positioning at the cemeteries,
with heads positioned on the north-western side. Burials at the ceme-
tery were confirmed to have been used once, or sometimes, multiple
times( 3,4,6,12,16,18,19).

The burial inventory contains 501 items. From 27 burials 54 ceramic
wares were discovered representing 11 % of the inventory. 29 weap-
ons were discovered in 13 burials which represent 5 % of the total in-
ventory. As for the jewelry, there were 407 pieces discovered from 24
burials ,representing 78% of the total inventory.

Folladauri Gorge is located in Qvemo Qartli, on the left side of the riv-
er Foladauri. Archeological excavations started in 1958-59. As a result
of excavations, archeological sites were divided into two groups: late
bronze era sites and achaemenidian sites. In my research | will only
discuss the second chronological group,where burials as well as settle-
ments were discovered. My focus will be on necropolis. 22 burials were
excavated from Foladauri necropolis, 9 of them were half-damaged
and 2 were destroyed. All the graves were of the same type — stone
boxes, there was only one exception, a roofed pit burial. The burial in-
ventory contains ceramics, weapons, jewelry and other various items.
In 22 excavated graves, 251 items were discovered. From 22 burials,
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52 ceramic wares were discovered representing 19% of the inventory.
Most frequently found ceramic piece was a pot, 16 out of 13 graves,
which represent 6% of the whole inventory. In the burials pots were
discovered, there was also jewelry and smaller vessels such as small
pots, bowls, jars and basins. 11 weapons were discovered in 7 ceme-
teries which represent 4% out of the total inventory. As for the jewelry,
there were 107 pieces discovered from 12 graves, representing 32% of
the total inventory. The same amount of earrings and rings was discov-
ered. In the burials where the spear-heads was discovered, no jewelry
was found, with the exception of burial N22. N22 burial is an exception
due toits type; all the burials are stone boxes, while N22 is a roofed pit.
all the burials found at Bestaseni, Manglisi and Kumisi cemeteries
were stone boxes. Most of these burials were oriented from east to
west, but also there are burials that were oriented from the north to
the south. The deceased are buried on the left or right sides with fold-
ed upper and lower limbs. There is only one exception, at the Bestaseni
burial (stone box N54) where the deceased was lying in a stretched
position, with the head oriented towards the east. Orientation of the
corpses were varied, some were oriented with their heads towards the
east, some towards the west, or to the north or south of the stone box.
The earthenware pieces found at the burials were located near the
heads and legs. The average amount of the earthenware at the differ-
ent burials varies between one and three. Usually, these earthenware
pieces are thin-walled and neatly made, but there are some roughly
sculpted utensils as well. All the found pots, except for the one from
Bestaseni N9, were whell made. Most of the earthenware pieces found
at this burial are without any ornaments, some of them have a light
color, some are darker and 13 pieces are dyed in red.

From the above-mentioned earthenware pieces, 79 whole and some
damaged parts are ascribed to the early antique period. At the early




antique period burials of Manglisi, Bestaseni, Kiketi, Kumisi and Axal-
sofeli, high relevance is given to the jugs, accounting for 23 pieces. It
is known that for the early antique period, jug was a typical and wide-
spread piece of earthenware for the burials. The number of jugs is
much smaller at Hellinistic burials and instead, we see higher numbers
of pitcher.

At these cemeteries, agricultural, as well as, battle weapons were dis-
covered: 17 spear-heads, 18 knives, 3 arrowheads, 2 scythes. All the
weapons, with the exception of the arrowheads, were made from met-
al. The arrowheads were made from bronze and bones. The jewelry
was found in high quantities at the Bestaseni, Manglisi, Kiketi and Ku-
misi cemeteries. There were silver temple circles, earrings, silver and
bronze earring circles or rings. Bronze and metal bracelets, fasteners,
bronze ear spoon various bracelets and more.

From the above-mentioned material we can conclude the nature of the
Qvemo Qartli cemeteries from 6-3 centuries B.C. 2280 artefacts were
discovered from 286 burials. 359 piece of discovered inventory were
ceramic pieces, representing 16% of the total inventory, 122 inventory
items were weapons, representing 5% of the inventory, 1557 invento-
ry items were jewelry pieces, representing 68% of the total inventory.
. It seems that in the 6-3 centuries, the jewelry was the main part of
the burial inventory. As for the weaponry, the opinion that there was
a mass disappearance of weaponry in the Acheamenid necropolis, is
false. Despite the fact that the weaponry represents the smallest seg-
ment of the inventory found, the theory that states complete absence
of the weaponry lacks foundation.
