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THE IMPACT OF INTELLIGENCE LOBBYING ON THE POLITICAL

The formation of modern world order and the organization of safe relations between countries
is inconceivable without intelligence activities, the important axis of which is agency-operational
activity. Intelligence activities carried out by strong states with human and technical resources create
conditions for the control and subjugation of weak states.

Lobbying is one of the important directions of intelligence activities, through which intelligence
states are allowed to implement the strategic and vital goals of their country in the international
arena and to successfully solve tasks. The signs of intelligence lobbying are visible when, through
the activity of lobby groups, manageable crises are created in the target states. Accordingly, we can
consider this as the result of the intelligence activity. The activity of the kinship, ethnic, and religious
groups of the spying state may become a determining factor for the success of the process. They can
be used for such activities as disinformation, compromise, recruitment, liquidation, and others. All
of these determine the relevance of the research topic.

Opinions are supported by the activities of Armenian, Israeli and Chinese lobby groups in the
United States of America. The analysis of information available in open sources reveals that the
success of their work was determined by the establishment of a coordinated system of information
exchange with their states, the organization of which would be impossible without the participation
of intelligence services.

Intelligence lobbying is carried out by lobbying groups subordinate to the intelligence state
(possibly: under the guise of the corporate sector, political parties, non-governmental organizations,
organized criminal groups, and other associations), with special operations that may have a political,
economic, military, ethnic or religious character.

The purpose of influence of intelligence lobbying groups is to influence the political-economic
and other campaigns initiated by the legislative and executive authorities, in order to make certain
changes in the process and receive appropriate benefits.

The active involvement of special services in the process makes it possible to use both legal (for
example, monetary contribution, charity, propaganda, etc.) and illegal methods (for example, bribery,
compromising, disinformation, recruitment, intimidation, coercion, etc.), to increase the effect of
obtaining benefits for the intelligence state. Besides, in the target state, it helps the government to
give up its own country’s strategic interests.

It should be added here that no
Muslim country, except Turkey, stands out with such clear statements supporting the Palestinians,
including Hamas.

Immediately after the declaration of the State of Israel, a war between the Arab countries and
Israel broke out, the main goal of which was to create an independent Arab Republic of Palestine
according to the UN plan to divide Mandatory Palestine.

The Arab countries involved in the wars of 1948-1949, 1967, and 1973 acted mainly in their
interests. Due to the wars, the establishment of an independent Arab state of Palestine was thwarted.
On the other hand, the territory designated for the establishment of the Palestinian state continued
to diminish.

In the subsequent period, in the negotiations between Palestine and Israel, the united position
of the Arab countries was not palpable, which led to the intensification of the conflict hindering the
creation of a Palestinian Arab state.

The war operations between Palestine and Israel continued intermittently, in which the Arab
countries were more or less involved. However, this failed to yield favorable results for Palestine.

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At the beginning of 2022, hostilities commenced on the territory of Eastern Europe, in particular,
the Russia-Ukraine war, qualitatively changed the regional geopolitical situation, as well as the
international security architecture that existed before, the main so-called provoking circumstances
for the start of the war can be considered as the imperialist foreign policy orientation of the Russian
Federation, as well as Ukraine’s pursuit for the North Atlantic Alliance, it is an existential threat to
the national security of the Russian Federation if a NATO member state is not accepted within its
borders. Accordingly, the initiation of the aforementioned conventional hostilities on the part of the
Russian Federation includes at least the so-called torpedoing of Ukraine’s North Atlantic integration,
and at most the seizure of important territories of Ukraine and their subsequent annexation.

It should be noted that the counter-offensive launched by the Ukrainian Defense Forces on June
6th of the present year was a resounding failure, none of the set tactical operational goals were
achieved.

The Ukrainian military forces exhibited deficiencies in several areas including demining units, air
support for ground military units, as well as the presence of well-organized three-line echelonized
defensive barriers by military units within the framework of the special military operation of the
Russian Federation.

In light of the current situation, clear contours are emerging towards the transition of
hostilities into the phase of positional, so-called static war, perhaps even the advent of the so-
called operational pause phase, with a high probability that the Russian Federation will try to
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use the winter period through airstrikes for maximum damage to the energy system and critical
infrastructure of Ukraine, as well as ground operations. Besides, it will make every effort to achieve
full control over the Donbas region. It is noteworthy to mention that, taking into account the
current dynamics in terms of war prospects, the danger of deploying nuclear weapons, particularly
tactical nuclear weapons, remains high.

The reason for this is that refraining from intervening in the conflict is in the best
interest of each of these countries.

To provide further clarification, states
utilize corruption as a mechanism to execute intelligence operations, thereby subjecting every state,
including Georgia, to significant perils and risks. The geopolitical and economic circumstances of
Georgia exacerbate the impact that corruption has on the country’s national interests. Although
corruption is considered to be a globally dangerous phenomenon, the importance of corruption in
the context of national security is not discussed and analyzed by states, It should be noted, therefore,
that while the intelligence-gathering characteristics of corruption and its significance for national
security are widely recognized, nobody openly discusses them.

In intelligence operations, the use of corruption export is sanctioned because it serves as a
viable compromising instrument that enables the acquisition of operational information that yields
favorable outcomes for the state when analyzed, systematized, and applied. It is critical to detect,
prevent, and respond to instances of corruption in exports promptly, in addition to implementing
preventative measures to avoid its recurrence. The primary means by which corruption is exported
is through the investment environment, during which investments are made in the state and
corrupt transactions with government officials are conducted to circumvent regulations about the
implementation of the investments.

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The geopolitical situation and security level of the South Caucasus, historically, is characterized
by a strongly dynamic form. It is characterized by an unstable, political-economic situation, which is
an object of influence for the big powers, which hinders its integration process.

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EFFICIENCY OF EXISTING MODELS OF INTERNATIONAL LAW AND

and its population can be changed as a result of the fighting action of a separate state or non-state
organized groups.

During the last 30 years, many states have become victims of aggressive military actions: in
1992-1993, a military confrontation took place in the territory of Abkhazia in Georgia, between the
Georgian side and the separatists, who were supported by the Russian Federation. As a result of the
latter’s actions, the autonomous unit of Abkhazia is no longer under the jurisdiction of Georgia and
the so-called “Government of Abkhazia” exercises de facto control over the territory. Georgia was
once more the target of Russian aggression in 2008, which led to the occupation of the Tskhinvali
region of South Ossetia. Currently, a military conflict is underway in Ukraine, which first became
the object of Russia’s attack in 2014, and in 2022, a new large-scale military intervention on the
territory of Ukraine began, which remains in effect at present. In October 2023, a military conflict
broke out between Israel and the terrorist organization “Hamas”. The consequences of these military
engagements are readily apparent. Significantly, the economy and infrastructure are devastated,
and most importantly, human lives are tragically lost.

Examples of the above-mentioned conflicts once again confirm the importance and necessity
of international law in order to avoid conflicts in the future. The existing processes generate a need
and anticipation for higher involvement. This research examines how international law provides
a framework for the governance of armed conflicts, what role international organizations play in
conflict prevention, and what effective steps can be taken to prevent future conflicts.

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The protection of national security and preservation of historical sovereignty has crucial
importance in the process of integration into the international system, which is fundamentally based
on the formation of rational, geostrategic domestic and foreign policy.

This
conflict also led to the creation of the history of Orthodox autocephaly in Albania, where the clergy
were the main force in the struggle for ethnic minorities and in introducing their concept.

The functioning of Albania’s communist mechanism is undeniably intriguing, given that it
precipitated a protracted conflict between Albania and the Greek minority. Despite the experience,
the format of the modern relationship between Albania and Greece was formed in multilateral ways,
and cultural and diplomatic relations indicate that there is merit in the successful use of intelligence
and counterintelligence and profit-oriented activities as well.

For the effective operation of international law, states need to respect the sovereignty of other
states, which means refraining from it’s violation and illegal interference. In the 21st century, the
main challenge of international law is to set the stage for the global development of technology and
to establish an appropriate legal framework. The actual confirmation of the above-mentioned is the
number of cyber operations carried out against the states in recent years, which is systematically
increasing. These cyber operations in many cases violate the sovereignty of the victim state, and the
absence of relevant legal norms additionally assist the organizers of the attack. A cyber attack may
constitute the breach of numerous norms and principles of international law. One of them is the
principle of non-interference in the internal affairs of the sovereign state.

The examples of cyber attacks carried out in the international legal space give us a reason to
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examine the violation of the principle of non-interference in the internal affairs of the victim states
by the attacking states. Actual examples to date (Estonia 2007; Iran 2010; Georgia 2019) will be
examined and evaluated legally in the presented work. The research will intentionally omit any
discussion of the cyber attack executed by the Russian Federation against Georgia in 2008. This
is because the aforementioned actions were conducted as part of an ongoing armed conflict and
constituted an example of hybrid warfare.

After the end of the Cold War, followed by the dissolution of the Soviet Union in 1991, there
emerged fifteen new states. The collapse of the Soviet Union was preceded by the preliminary
creation of such mines as “frozen conflicts” which in former Soviet republics represented levers
used by the Russian Federation, the main legal heir of this union, would use in the long term for
its own interests, because it wanted to maintain its dominant, regional actor in the geographical
section mentioned in the strategy of this state. “Frozen conflicts” in the post-Soviet space were
distinguished by their protracted nature, based on ethnic-political factors and wherein all attempts
to alleviate the constant tension between the parties involved ended in failure. To achieve this result,
the opposing parties had sharply radical views and the effectiveness of periodic negotiations was
reduced to a minimum, which made diplomatic negotiations ineffective. Based on past experience,
states and regions containing religious minorities are likely to be convenient and vulnerable targets
for intelligence services with an interest in them.

The role of foreign special services in instigating and subsequently “advancing” the
aforementioned conflicts in the direction of activating the “frozen conflicts” in the future is quite
high. Peaceful settlement of the “frozen conflicts” existing in the post-Soviet countries, based on the
national interests of each country, is of the utmost importance for the country’s stable environment
and growing positive development.

Due to the unacceptability of the development of events in this way, the interested states have
the opportunity to maintain the aforementioned conflicts in a dormant state through intelligence
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operations in order to exploit the created situation to their advantage.

The war clearly showed America’s interest in the ongoing conflict in the Middle
East. The mentioned state is ready to send a military aircraft carrier, warships and fighter jets to
Israel.

In the current conflict, America pursues a policy of liberty. In order to avoid a large-scale war,
American President Joe Biden is trying to act quickly and decisively to bring an aircraft carrier to the
east of the Mediterranean Sea, and planes to the Persian Gulf, as he intends to convey a resolute
message of restraint to the states. Biden considers the creation of two states to be the way to resolve
the conflict. According to him, Israel’s occupation of the Gaza Strip is a mistake, which will later
lead to further escalation of the war between the opposing sides. The combination of facts and
events indicates that America plays an important role not only in the Israeli trade conflict, but also
in maintaining the “dark power” in the world.

CONFLICT IN CYPRUS

Cyprus and Turkey are currently engaged in ongoing negotiations concerning the matter of
Cyprus’ independence, which remains pertinent and a subject of ongoing debate. The agenda of
Cyprus has been dominated by conflict, disputes, and negotiations between Cyprus and Turkey,
that commenced in 1974 and continues up to the present day. The centuries-old conflict between
Cyprus and Turkey is mostly discussed on a local scale, despite the fact that it is also recognized
internationally. The conflict arises from the establishment of two distinct ethnic-religious groups on
a single island; when one group gains an advantage and triumphs over the other, it incites internal
strife and ultimately escalates into a full-scale war dividing Cyprus into two parts and starting
negotiations for the return of lands and residential areas. Turkey occupied 36% of the island of
Cyprus despite the fact that neither Cyprus nor European nations recognize this. The research is
focused on comprehending the consequences of the Turkish-Cyprus war and its influence on the
population of Cyprus, how effective the referendums they held since 1974 were and what benefits
this process brought to the refugee population of Cyprus.

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Cross-Strait relations (sometimes called Mainland-Taiwan relations or Sino-Taiwan relations)
have been the relations between China and Taiwan since the end of World War Il in 1945. After the
administration of Taiwan was transferred from Japan to the Republic of China, the political status of
Taiwan was quite tense and controversial. In 1949, when the Chinese Civil War turned decisively in
favor of the Chinese Communist Party (CCP), the government of the Republic of China, led by the
Kuomintang (KMT), retreated to Taiwan and established a temporary capital in Taipei.

Since then, relations between the governments of Beijing and Taipei have been characterized by
limited contact, tension and instability. After Taiwan’s democratization, the issue of Taiwan’s political
and legal status has focused attention on the choice between political unification with China or
Taiwanese independence. The PRC remains hostile to any formal declaration of independence and
maintains its claim to Taiwan.

Relations between Taiwan and China deteriorated sharply after a visit to the island by then US
House Speaker Nancy Pelosi in August 2022. Beijing condemned Ms. Pelosi’s visit as “extremely
dangerous”. China has launched a series of military exercises, including the launch of ballistic missiles
aimed at where there were six danger zones around Taiwan, three of which overlapped the island’s
territorial waters. Taiwan’s economy is vital to the rest of the world. Much of the world’s everyday
electronic equipment—from phones to laptops and watches—is powered by computer chips made
in Taiwan.
